• Food service will be offering drive-thru meals on Wednesdays from 11 
a.m. to 1 p.m. and 3:30 to 5 p.m. at Cupertino, Fremont and 
Homestead.

breakfasts & 5 lunches) every Wednesday. 
• Meal service will be drive thru, contact free and scanners will be used 

to scan student ID. All FUHSD students can go to any of the three 
school sites to get the meals. A mailer will this information will be 
sent to families.

SAT Testing

• Many questions about SAT Testing and if we will be able to serve as a

year
