STUDENT IDENTIFICATION BADGE POLICY 

 
ELEMENTARY SCHOOL ID BADGES (PREK - 5TH GRADE) 
 
Each student will receive two (2) photo ID badges at the beginning of the school year at no cost. 
The badges and the unique student number will be used to account for transportation, checking out 
library books, and purchasing food items from the cafeteria. The badges will provide a means for 
easy identification of students in common areas of the school and for other uses as determined by 
campus administration. One of the badges will be attached to the student’s backpack. The second 
ID will remain at the campus. Students must follow campus procedures related to wearing the ID 
badge. Students are not allowed to deface the badge in any way including adding stickers or writing 
words, symbols, etc. If a student loses the ID badge, a replacement must be promptly purchased 
from the designated school office/location. Students unable to pay immediately will have the 
replacement cost(s) placed on a fines list for later payment. Replacement cost will be $5.00. 

MIDDLE AND HIGH SCHOOL ID BADGES (GRADES 6TH - 12TH) 

Each student will receive a photo ID badge at the beginning of the school year at no cost. The 
badge and its unique student number will be used to account for transportation, checking out library 
books and textbooks, purchasing food items from the cafeteria. The badges will provide a means for 
easy identification of students in common areas of the school and for other uses as determined by 
campus administration. Students must wear their ID badge each day and follow campus procedures 
related to wearing the ID badge. Students are not allowed to deface the badge in any way including 
adding stickers or writing words, symbols, etc.  If students forget their ID Badges, they are required 
to obtain a temporary ID sticker from the designated school office/location. If a student loses the ID 
badge, a replacement must be promptly purchased from the designated school office/location. 
Students unable to pay immediately will have the replacement cost(s) placed on a fines list for later 
payment. Replacement cost will be $5.00. 

ALL STUDENTS 
1. Student ID badges must be visible at all times.   
2. Student ID badges must be replaced immediately when lost, damaged beyond recognition, or 

unavailable during the school day.  Students should report to the campus registrar to 
purchase a new badge.  

3. Students who are not wearing an ID badge are subject to disciplinary action.  
 

ID Badge violations will be cumulative per semester.  Consequences for excessive ID Badges per 
semester are: 
 

MIDDLE SCHOOLS 
1st - 2nd Offense: Warning/Parent Contact 
3rd Offense: Detention/Parent Contact 
4th Offense: Detention/Parent Contact 
5th Offense: Detention/Parent Contact 
6th + Offense: Administrative discretion/Parent Contact 
 

HIGH SCHOOL 
1s t- 2nd Offense: Warning/Parent Contact 
3rd Offense: Detention/Parent Contact 
4th Offense: Detention/Parent Contact 
5th Offense: 3 days of ISS/Parent Contact 
6th + Offense: Administrative discretion/Parent Contact
