Account 2’73 Motor Vehicle Repairs — Increase due to an aging fleet of apparatus, ET-242 is
now 15 years old and is averaging about $4,000 dollars per year to have it pass its DOT
inspection and Preventative maintenance inspections. Squad 142 is experiencing an intermittent
power problem that may end up requiring replacement of the engines turbocharger. This line
item also reflects a movement of $5,000 dollars from the Contracted Services account to align

Account 766 Building Equipment — Added this year. Would like to begin an annual
replacement plan for furniture and equipment in the firehouse. This year would like to replace
Conference room table and chairs (that is over 20 years old). Currently we are down to 4
conference chairs from the table set and table legs have been repaired twice. Many of the
furniture items were neglected over many years and require replacement this would be a start an
annual replacement program.

Dear Ms. Spielman:

Connecticut Water provides water and fire protection in 59 Connecticut communities, enhancing public
health, safety and economic development. We are proud to provide these essential services to the Town of
Ellington,

We know that communities are in process of developing their budgets for the 2020/2021 fiscal year and
want to provide you with our best guidance for public fire protection charges. It is important to note that
between October 2019 and January 2020, public fire accounts were credited an amount equal to 5% of
their annual fire protection charge. As a result, the amount paid by your town in the 2019/2020 fiscal
year was 5% less than it otherwise would have been due to that one-time credit.

Connecticut Water’s last general rate increase was in 2010. Since that time we have reached two
seitlement agreements, in 2014 and 2018, with the Connecticut Public Utilities Regulatory Authority
(PURA), the Office of Consumer Council and the Attorney General, The 2014 settlement permitted us to
continue our infrastructure investment in the replacement of aging water main and share the proceeds of a
federal tax refund with customers through a two-year rate reduction beginning in 2014. The 2018
settlement allowed CWC to recover the cost of our $36.5 million investment in the Rockville Drinking
Water Treatment Facility beginning that year, Combined, these settlement agreements have allowed us to
pass along more modest increases in rates, rather than waiting for a general rate case to recover these
infrastructure investments. It would have cost our customers more in the long-run from borrowing costs
and resulted in a higher overall rate increase.

Connecticut Water continues to invest in the infrastructure to ensure our water systems meet the needs of
the customers and communities we serve. Since 2008 we have invested $155 million and replaced 131
miles of aging and undersized water mains through our Water Infrastructure and Conservation (WICA)
program to improve reliability, water quality and enhance fire flows in the communities we serve.

Connecticut Water committed in the recent PURA proceedings that approved our combination with STW
Group that base rates would not increase until January 1, 2021 at the earliest. Without the merger, we
likely would have filed for new base rates in 2019. Accordingly, Connecticut Water is evaluating the
timing for filing a general rate case. With the merger commitments, we are certain that base rates for
public fire protection will not change until January 1, 2021 at the earliest so any base rate increase would,
at most, affect six months of the upcoming fiscal year.



When an application is filed, we will engage a consultant to conduct a cost of service study that will
examing how any proposed rate adjustments should be applied between our 8 Connecticut Water rate
divisions and the different customer classes served - residential, commercial, industriat, and fire
protection. Until that study is completed and PURA rules on any rafe request, it is difficult to predict
with confidence what the actual impact will be on your fire protection charges. As always, customers and
community leaders will be given notice of any application and have an opporfunily to provide comments
during the proceeding.

In order to be as transparent as possible, we are presenting a range of potential increases for 2020/2021
based on timing and other factors.

The potential increase in base rates for budget forecasting purposes compared to the 2019/2020
billed amount {excluding the 5% one-time annual credit applied between October 2019 — January
2020), is shown below:

As in the past, changes in public fire protection charges for the next fiscal year will also be affected by
increases in the number hydrants and the length of additional water main installed in your community that
supports public fire protection, as well as increases in WICA surcharge for approved infrastructure
replacement and projected Water Revenue Adjustment charges (described more fully on the summary
attachment).

The attached summary shows in greater detail the calculations at your current Public Fire protection rates
as well as the range for projected increases for the 2026/2021 fiscal year.

We recognize that public fire protection charges are a significant item in your municipal budget and want
to provide you with as much information as we can as you develop your upcoming budget. With that in
mind, please remember that base rate, WICA and WRA adjustments are only estimates and the amounts
are subject to PURA review and approval,

Account 322 - Emergency 911

This account funds the operation of the facility, facility staff, new and replacement equipment,
maintenance and operational costs of all 911, dispatching communications equipment, software and
Emergency Medical Dispatch (EMD). It supplements the funding for answering all 911 calls for
Police, Medical, and Fire/Rescue emergency assistance in the Town of Ellington. The dispatch center
also provides several seven-digit emergency and routine telephone numbers. This service is provided
by The Tolland County Mutual Aid Fire Service, Inc., 24 hours per day, seven days per week. The
TCMATFS, Inc. is a regional emergency communication center.

911 Police matters are answered and directed to Troop C in Tolland. All medical, fire and rescue
assistance calls are answered and dispatched by the Tolland center to our local services. Pre arrival
emergency instructions are provided for medical emergencies, (EMD). Continuous radio
communications are maintained and coordinated through the regional county dispatch center.
Telecommunication links include the resources of the fire mutual aid network, mutual aid agencies,
local hospitals, Paramedics, the Life Star advanced life support helicopter, Department of
Environmental Protection, National Weather Service and the Connecticut statewide emergency
communication network. Detailed mapping of the town roads, street addresses, fire hydrant locations
and special notes are maintained to provide exact dispatch information.

FY 20-21:

A worse case scenario draft budget for FY 20-21 has been proposed to the member agencies.
At this time the Department of Statewide Emergency Telecommunications has not confirmed the
expected regional subsidy support for the 911 system. The proposal is currently working its’ way
through the regulation process. Once exact subsidy amounts are known it is expected to lower
the proposed draft assessment to the municipalities.

The DPH population statistics for Ellington increased since last year by 104 persons (16,299),
which will also result in an increase to the budget. It should be noted that this is the sixth year in a row
that the Ellington population has increased.

Through responsible financial management and the statewide distribution of the 911 user fee, the
directors of the regional dispatch center continue to be able to deliver the very best of communications
service at an affordable rate to the member communities.

Special Note:

The supplemental funding for the operation of the 911 system located at the regional dispatch
centers by the State of Connecticut has not been increased for the past nine years. No COLA
adjustments by the State of Connecticut only means that the participating towns must supplement the
increased cost for providing and operating the service, infrastructure maintenance and repairs. As the
state moves forward, we look for the new formula to make COLA adjustments. As stated above we can
only wait for the release of the new proposal at this time.
