Not Diagnosed Return to School/Work 

- If diagnosed with another condition and 

have a healthcare provider written note 

stating they are clear to return to school, OR 

- Once there is no fever, without the use of 

fever reducing medicines, and they have felt 

well for 48 hours, and have a healthcare pro-

vider written note stating they are clear to 

return to school. 
 

Diagnosed 

(Tested Positive or     
Diagnosed Based on 
Symptoms, or  
Does Not Get Tested    
But Has Had     
Symptoms) 

Return to School/Work 

- If it has been at least 10 days since the  

individual first had symptoms; AND 

- It has been at least 24 hours with no fever 

without fever-reducing medication; AND 

- The individual’s symptoms improved. 

Note: You may need to stay home longer 

than 10 days if you have conditions that 

weaken your immune system or you have 

been in the hospital. Talk to your healthcare 

provider for guidance.
