e Ms. Jamin and Mr. Walsh will continue to make adjustments to the bus schedule to avoid any
prolonged wait on busses as students arrive. This is why the health screener is so important. If
everyone completes the health screener we don’t have to go through a verification process upon
arrival.

e Our campus is closed to visitors and community use during school hours. We have several outdoor
areas designated for use by our teachers. | understand that this may be a change from the way we
have normally operated, but it is important for community members to refrain from coming onto campus
during the day. Please enjoy your walks, use of athletics spaces, etc., either before or after school for
the time being.

Athletics Update

This week, we received direction from Section One that low to moderate risk fall sports can begin on Tuesday,
September 29, 2020. At this point, we anticipate that Cross Country, Soccer, and Tennis will begin practice on
that date. Start dates for Volleyball, Football, and Modified Sports are pending further direction from
NYSPHSAA and Section One.

The Section One guidelines stipulate that a district may choose to delay their fall season based on their
individual readiness. As such, the competition schedules for Cross Country, Soccer, and Tennis will depend on
the decisions of and coordination with area districts. Mr. Goddard, our Interim Athletic Director, Mrs. Sniffen,
and | will be working closely over the next week to ensure that we are prepared to begin fall sports on
September 29.
