The Fountas and Pinnell model is a comprehensive, systematic
design for high-impact literacy instruction. Students are exposed
to a wide variety of genres with a global lens; experience whole
group, small group, and individual instruction; receive multiple
chances for reading/text exposure through interactive read-
aloud, shared reading, guided reading, independent reading,

and book clubs; and use authentic texts and lessons aimed at
getting students talking, writing, reflecting, and reading.

GRADES 3-5

Students in third grade are provided with a school-issued
iPad while they are in class as they begin to get acclimated
with Providence Day's One to World and Digital Citizenship
programs. In fourth and fifth grade, students are able to
become fully involved with the One to World program as they
use the iPads to learn in and out of the classroom. Students
will keep their iPads through their journey into Middle School.

Participation in the Providence Day
athletic program provides student-
athletes with the opportunity to
pursue excellence, build long-
lasting relationships, and grow
both physically and emotionally.
Our student-athletes develop
lifelong skills and lessons in
personal integrity and teamwork.

Each spring and fall, students may choose from a variety of
after-school enrichments offered through the Extended Day
program. They include sports, STEM, and art-themed activities.

EXTENDED DAY

The Extended Day Program
promotes the social, emotional, and
physical development of each child
through nurturing relationships,
flexible scheduling, and choices
that reflect each child's individual,
interests. The Extended Day
Program operates out of the Levin
Family Extended Day House,
enhanced by new state-of-the-

art playground. Students may
attend on a drop-in basis or sign
up to attend five days a week.

In Lower School, the introduction
to Athletics begins in Physical
Education classes taught by
dedicated faculty. Students

have the opportunity for the
introduction to sports skills

via after-school enrichments
through the Extended Day
program. Through pep rallies and Lower School nights at

varsity games, students develop their school spirit.
