Opening of the Day

Conduct a Self-Health Assessment before Entering the Building

Social Distancing While Entering Campus

e Gates are to be entered in one-direction only

e Kinder enter campus and line up outside the gates until the 7:50 AM and 10:40 AM start
times respectively

e Social distance signage will be posted at both entrance gates and main office

Identify Drop off Zones, Entry Points, and student line up locations with Social Distance
Parameters

e Parents may drop off students beginning at 7:50AM along the car line as well as
approaching the side gate along Blackstone Drive.
e Gates are to be entered in one-direction only

Establish one directional foot traffic patterns in hallways, offices, and classroom buildings

e Classrooms located within the galleries will have directional arrows indicating entry/exit
points.
e Students will line up on their designated class lines located on the blacktop while social
distancing as much as possible

During School Hours

Social Distancing during Lunch/Recess/Breaks

e Recess will be scheduled one grade-level at a time.

e Encourage limited numbers of students playing a game and/or waiting in line to play.
e Students practice social distancing to the best extent possible

e Students will be encouraged to play games that include social distancing

e Encourage limited number of students playing a game and/or waiting in line to play



Establish Restroom Procedures

e Laminated signs in all bathrooms & classrooms for hand washing

e Door of restrooms propped open

e Guidelines and Recommendations for “no more than 4 people at a time in restrooms” (signs on doors,
number determined by size of restroom)

e No more than 2 people in the student use restrooms in building B and building C.

e Wash hands after all restroom use; Sanitize hands when hand washing is not practicable.

e Students will hang magnetic restroom pass on restroom door, to indicate whether it is safe to enter. If
restroom use is at capacity, students will wait outside of the restroom door, on assigned markers, until
one or more people leave the restroom.

e Two socially distant markers will be placed outside of each student use restroom (both boys and girls
restrooms)

At this time, parent volunteers, member of PTO, Art Docents, and other vendors will not be permitted
onto KES campus

Sanitation Practices and Protocols

Sanitize/Wash hands before & after lunch, restrooms, recess, library & computer lab visits (teacher
supervised)

o Below are some specific guidelines to ensure proper handwashing

=  Please wash hands for a minimum 20 seconds

= Create a lather using soap and water

= Be sure to wash the tops of hands as well

= Itis important to wash between fingers

= Be sure to dry hands once finished
Students are encouraged to wash hands regularly as a universal precaution.
Classrooms that are equipped with sinks have hand-washing soap and paper towels available.
Classrooms without sinks have hand sanitizer dispensers.
For best results, KES encourages handwashing as a primary precaution, and sanitization as a
secondary precaution.

o These procedures are routinely communicated with all students (both in classrooms, and during

morning announcements).

Follow TUSD Guidelines, and work with Custodial staff to implement and sustain an ongoing sanitization
practice for each of the above mentioned school areas.

All rooms have disinfectant and
spray hand sanitizer. Students will
wash their hands or use hand
sanitizer each time they enter and
exit their classroom. You may also
send a small hand sanitizer to
school with your child.

Our KES Custodial Staff will clean
and disinfect classrooms daily. In
addition, custodians will provide a
more thorough cleaning twice each
week.

Restrooms/Water Fountains

Restrooms are disinfected and
cleaned regularly throughout the
day.

Restrooms are set up to respect
social distancing and only two
students allowed inside at one
time.

Drinking fountains are not
available.

Please send your child with a water
bottle.

One directional Facing/Seating

Students will sit all in one direction
facing the front of the class.

All classrooms have student desks
facing forward. Desks will be
spaced apart to ensure social
distancing.

Room S-1 and S-2 (7t" — 8" Science
Labs) have front facing tables.

If a family has multiple children,
they will need to be picked up at
their designated area to ensure
everyone's safety. We ask for your
full support in this matter. We
understand this takes more time
but will ensure everyone’s safety.

School Site Safety Plan

Cleaning and Disinfection:

All trained TUSD employees will clean and disinfect commonly touched surfaces within school and on
school busses, as frequently and practicable throughout the day. When using air-conditioning, use the
setting that brings in fresh air and check air filters to ensure optimal air quality.

a. Ensure staff clean and disinfect frequently touched surfaces within school and on school busses
daily and as practicable throughout the day by trained staff

b. TUSD has suspended student use of all playground equipment until further notice

C. Use approved cleaning products intended to minimize exposure to COVID-19 by CDC (Centers
for Disease Control) and follow product instructions

d. Establish a cleaning and disinfectant schedule in order to avoid both under and overuse of
cleaning products

e. Ensure safe and correct application of disinfectant and keep products away from students

f. Ensure proper ventilation during cleaning and disinfecting

g. All TUSD air conditioning units are equipped with economizers allowing 10%-20% outside fresh
air depending on outside temperatures. Fresh air from outside of the buildings replenishes the
oxygen level and reduces the carbon dioxide level in the room, helping to maintain good quality
air.

h. TUSD uses high quality anti-microbial air filters with a MERV 9 rating to filter any particulates
exiting the room to avoid returning to the room. Air filters will be regularly checked for
replacement as needed.

Cohorting:

TUSD Students will return to school within a Hybrid Model. The purpose of this instructional design
serves to minimize the numbers of students interacting in class, and at school:

a)

b)

Group A (student last name beginning with A-L) cohort shall attend in person learning on
Monday and Thursday of each week. During weeks that do not have five student days so that
half of the week’s days will be assigned for cohort A to attend in person learning.

Group B (student last name beginning with M-Z) cohort shall attend in person learning on
Tuesday and Friday of each week. A calendar will be created for weeks that do not have five
student days so that half of the week’s days will be assigned for Group B to attend in person
learning.
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) TUSD identified Wednesday (each week) for both Cohort A, and Cohort B to engage in distance learning. Thus,
Unit Members may perform all professional duties for both the in-person and distance learning. Teachers will
have the option to work from home on this day, including attendance at professional development and staff
meeting activities.

d) TUSD suspended students’ use of all shared playground structures and equipment until further notice.

e) All shared classroom supplies will be limited and strongly discouraged.

Face Coverings and Other Essential Protective Gear:
COVID-19 Face Covering Quick Guide for TUSD Students

Face coverings may help reduce the spread of potentially infectious droplets within the community when combined with
physical distancing and hand washing.

Per California Department of Public Health (CDPH) guidance dated August 25th, 2020: Physical distancing, in
combination with the use of face coverings, decrease the risk of COVID 19 from respiratory droplets. Physical distancing
between adults must be maintained as much as possible, and adults and students must use face coverings at all times,
pursuant to the CDPH Schools Guidance. See the CDPH Guidance on Schools and School Based Programs (PDF) and Child
Care (PDF) for additional considerations regarding, face mask, meals, cleaning, drop off/pick up, and health screenings.

Face Coverings must be used in accordance with CDPH guidelines unless a person is exempt as explained below. Face
Coverings are particularly important in places such as indoor environments, on school buses, and areas where physical
distancing alone is not sufficient to help prevent disease transmission.

How to Use:

The San Joaquin County Department of Public Health encourages the public to wear a face covering over your  se and
mouth when you must be in public for essential activities (e.g., shopping at the grocery store). Face Coverings are for
those who cannot maintain a minimum of 6 feet distance with other people in their work environment and require little
to no interaction with the general public. Wearing a face covering does not eliminate the need to physically distance
yourself from others and to wash your hands frequently.

Cloth Face Covering Care:

Wash cloth face covering frequently, ideally after each use, or at least daily - Launder with detergent and hot water - Dry
on hot cycle - Wash your hands when putting on and removing your face covering and avoid touching your face.

Some examples of Face Coverings:
Homemade sewn cloth, Scarf, Tightly woven fabric, cloth mask, disposable mask, etc.

Per California Department of Education, at a minimum face covering should be worn:

o While waiting to enter the school campus.
o While on school grounds (except when eating or drinking).
] While leaving school
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Health Screenings for Students and Staff:

All students will have their temperature checked daily, prior to entering their first period/homeroom
class.

Students with a temperature of less than 100 degrees will be permitted to enter the class and
participate in live instruction for the day.

Students with a temperature of 100 degrees or higher will be sent to the office, where they will sitin a
guarantined area of the office, waiting to be picked up from school.

a. Before students and staff come to school, they will need to conduct a self- check for signs and
symptoms of COVID-19

b. Anyone who has been exposed to someone with COVID-19 in the past 14 days, has COVID-19
symptoms, or who is not feeling well should not go to the school site

C. Those who develop signs and symptoms throughout the day will be sent to an identified “sick
room” when feasible. The identified “sick room” should be an area in which others do not
regularly pass, where symptomatic individuals can remain until they can go home.



Heali y Hygiene Practices:

All schools will teach and reinforce washing hands, avoiding contact with one’s eyes, hands, and mouth, and covering
one's coughs and sneezes. Students and staff will have access to hand sanitizer throughout the school. The district will
require all staff and students to wear cloth face coverings/masks (uniess an individual has a health/medical condition
that prohibits it, or other verifiable exemption reason), which are most essential when physical distancing is not
possible. Food Service workers and staff in routine contact with the public should use gloves and facial coverings.

a. All rooms with running water will have soap and paper towels available

b. Liquid hand sanitizer will be available in all rooms

o Office space departments will have designated locations with hand sanitizer available

d. All hand sanitizer bottles will be refilled as needed

e. Cloth face coverings, masks, or face shields will be required (unless an individual had a health/medical condition

that prohibits it), especially when social distancing cannot easily be maintained such as indoor facilities, school
busses, or other settings where space may be insufficient

f. Information will be provided to all staff and famities in the school community on proper use, removal, and
washing of cloth face coverings

g. Ensure adequate supplies of the following to support healthy hygiene behaviors, including soap, tissue, no touch
trash cans, face coverings, and hand sanitizers

h. Provide staff with face coverings

Identification and Tracing of Contacts:
Presenting Symptoms While on TUSD Campus:

When an employee or student becomes ill and/or symptomatic while on campus/district, he/she will immediately,
report to the sites dedicated health/isolation room and a school/district designee (see appendix A} will complete an
incident/case form.

Once the employee or student arrives at the health/isolation room, immediately provide them with a mask and gloves.
Explain that this is to help protect other employees and students and prevent the potential spread of the virus.

. The designated staff member must complete the attached HANDOUT: TUSD suspected COVID 19 case/incident
form (appendix A). If medically safe, then direct the symptomatic individual to leave work, or call a
parent/family member to transport home, or follow up with their health care provider. The designated staff
member will determine if emergency services is to be called based on symptoms with the assistance of COVID-
19 Screening Flow Chart (appendix C).

. The designated staff member and others attending to the symptomatic person is advised to wear personal
protective equipment (PPE) while attending to the person displaying symptoms.
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The TUSD designated staff member will identify persons who may have come in close contact with the person
displaying symptoms on a TUSD site/campus with the TUSD Cohort log (appendix B). Unless required by the
local health authority, TUSD will maintain confidentiality, in accordance with State/Federal HIPAA and FERPA
compliance laws.

Individuals identified as a close contact (any individual within 6 feet for at least 15 minutes), with another
individual who has been diagnosed with, or is suspected to have COVID-19, will be notified that they may have
been exposed, using the attached letter (appendix D). Persons potentially exposed should follow current
guidelines and advice from the San Joaquin County Public Health Officer.

Human Resources staff will complete contact tracing protocols for staff members at risk of potential exposure to
COVID-19.

In determining next steps, please see Appendix E.

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Physical Distancing:

A Hybrid Learning Model will be implemented in the event of San Joaquin County Health Department providing guidance
of required social distancing

o Social Distancing Model with two (2) day in person classroom attendance & three-day distance learning program

o All students and staff are required to wear masks, with the exception of those who have a medical/health
condition that prohibit it again when attending the two (2) day in person of instruction at school.

Student engagement through instructional best practices with blended learning embedded

Staff Training and Family Education:
Staff and families will be educated on the application and enforcement of the plan.

a. All staff and families will be provided TUSD Reopening Guidelines prior to the reopening of schools and will be
trained to implement the guidelines that are relevant to them, upon their return to school.

b. TUSD will follow San Joaquin County Health Guidelines regarding testing of students and staff.
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Triggers for Switching to Distance Learning:

TUSD will follow ali San Joaquin County Health Guidelines regarding triggers to switch to Distance Learning.
Criteria for closing a school

Individual school closure may be appropriate when:

e Within a 14 Day period:
o The percentage of confirmed cases exceeds five {5) percent of the total number of teachers, students,
and/or staff members on site—depending on the size and physical layout of the school.
o The Local Health Officer may determine school closure is warranted for other reasons, including results from
public health investigation or other local epidemiological data.

Following a school closure, schools may reopen after a 14-day timeline—provided the following have occurred:
e Cleaning and disinfection

e Public health investigation

¢ Consultation with the local public health department

Criteria for closing the Tracy Unified School District

A superintendent should close a school district if 25% or more of schools in a district have closed due to COVID-19 within
14 days, and in consultation with the local public health department.

Following a school district closure, TUSD may reopen following a 14-day timeline, and consultation with the local public
health department.

Communication Plans:

How the superintendent/site principals will communicate with students, staff, and parents about cases and exposures at
the school, consistent with privacy requirements such as FERPA and HIPAA.

TUSD will utilize multiple methods of communication with students, staff and families such as: bimonthly informational
sessions, automated phone calls, email, social media, and personal outreach.

TUSD also maintains a COVID-19 webpage that provides current information for the public.

What is COVID 19?

Coronavirus (COVID-19) is an illness caused by a virus that can spread from person to person. The virus that causes
COVID-19 is a new coronavirus that has spread throughout the world. COVID-19 symptoms can range from mild (or no
symptoms) to severe illness.

What are some of the symptoms?

Keeping our students and staff safe is our top priority. (n our district, we are following high standards and strict
procedures for frequent and thorough cleaning and disinfecting.

What can | do to stay healthy?

e Multiple times a day, wash your hands often with soap and water for at least 20 seconds, especially aftergc g
to the bathroom, before eating, and after blowing your nose, coughing, or sneezing.

e Avoid close contact with people who are sick.

e Avoid touching your eyes, nose, and mouth.

e (Clean and disinfect frequently touched objects and surfaces.

¢ Stay home from work or school if you are not feeling weil.

¢ Seek medical attention if you have reason to believe you have been exposed to coronavirus or influenza. Call
your healthcare provider before visiting a healthcare facility.

Este documento sirve como un conjunto de precauciones que debe sequir cada escuela de TUSD
sivolvemos a abrir con el Modelo Hibrido. El director de cada plantel escolar estd actualmente
finalizando los planes operativos actualizados que son especificos para su plantel.

Limpieza Yy desinfeccion: cémo se limpiaran y desinfectardn periodicamente las
superficies compartidas y como se minimizard el uso de elementos compartidos.

Todos los empleados capacitados de TUSD limpiaran y desinfectaran las superficies que se tocan
comunmente dentro de la escuela y en los autobuses escolares, con tanta frecuencia como sea posible
durante el dia. Se suspenderd el uso de equipos de juegos compartidos hasta nuevo aviso. Cuando se
use aire acondicionado, use la configuracién que trae aire fresco y revise los filtros de aire para asegurar
una calidad de aire éptima.

a. Asegurarse de que el personal capacitado durante el dia limpie y desinfecte las superficies que
se tocan con frecuencia dentro de la escuela y autobuses escolares diariamente y como sea

posible.
b. Las estructuras de juego del patio de recreo compartidas se suspenderan hasta nuevo aviso.
C. Elija productos de limpieza que estén aprobados por los centros de control de Enfermedades

(CDC por sus siglas en inglés) para el uso contra COVID-19 y siga las instrucciones del producto

d. Establezca  un programa de limpieza y desinfeccién para evitar el uso insuficiente y excesivo de los
productos de limpieza.

e. Garantizar la aplicacién segura y correcta de desinfectantes y mantener los productos fuera del
alcance de los estudiantes

f. Asegure una ventilacidn adecuada durante la limpieza y desinfeccién.

g. Todas las unidades de aire acondicionado de TUSD estan equipadas con economizadores que
permiten la entrada de un 10% y un 20% de aire fresco del exterior, dependiendo de la
temperatura exterior. El aire fresco del exterior de los edificios repone el nivel de oxigeno y
reduce el nivel de diéxido de carbono en el saldn, lo que ayuda a mantener un aire de buena
calidad.

h. TUSD utiliza filtros de aire antimicrobianos de alta calidad con una clasificacion MERV 9 para
filtrar cualquier particula que salga de los salones y evitar que regrese a ellos. Los filtros de aire
se revisaran periddicamente para reemplazarlos segln sea necesario.

Cohorte/Agrupamiento: como los estudiantes se mantendran en grupos pequeiios y estables con
asistencia fija que permanecen juntos durante todas las actividades (por ejemplo, instruccion,
almuerzo, recreo) y minimizan / evitan el contacto con otros grupos o individuos que no forman
parte de dicho grupo.
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TUSD implementara un modelo hibrido para asegurar que grupos pequenos de estudiantes:

a) Grupo A (apellido de los estudiantes que comienza con A-L) asistirdn al aprendizaje en persona
los lunes y jueves de cada semana. Se creard un calendario para las semanas que no tengan
cinco dias hdbiles para los estudiantes, de modo que la mitad de los dias de la semana se
asignaran para que el grupo A asista al aprendizaje en persona.

Los maestros tendran la opcién de trabajar desde
casa ese dia, incluida la asistencia a actividades de desarrollo profesional y reuniones de

personal.

a. Todas las estructuras y el equipo del patio de recreo compartido seran suspendidos hasta
nuevo aviso.

b. Todos los utiles del salén de clases compartidos serdn limitados y se evitara al maximo el uso de
ellos.

Cubiertas faciales y otro equipo de proteccion esencial:

como se cumpliran y hardn cumplir los requisitos de cubrimiento facial del Departamento de Salud
Publica de California (CDPH por sus siglas en inglés).

Guia rapida de cobertura facial COVID-19 para estudiantes de TUSD

Cubrirse la cara puede ayudar a reducir la propagacion de gotitas potencialmente infecciosas dentro de
la comunidad cuando se combina con el distanciamiento fisico y el lavado de las manos.

Segun la guia del Departamento de Salud Publica de California (CDPH por sus siglas en inglés) con fecha
del 25 de agosto del 2020: El distanciamiento fisico, en combinacién con el uso de cubiertas faciales,
disminuye el riesgo de COVID 19 a través de gotitas respiratorias. La distancia fisica entre las personas
debe mantenerse tanto como sea posible, los adultos y los estudiantes siempre deben usar cubiertas
para la cara, de acuerdo con la guia escolar del CDPH.

Consulte la guia de CDPH sobre escuelas y programas basados en la escuela (PDF) y cuidado infantil
(PDF) para obtener informacion adicional con respecto a la mascarilla/tapabocas, comidas, limpieza,
examenes de salud, entrega / recogida de estudiantes.
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Las cubiertas faciales deben usarse de acuerdo con las pautas del CDPH a menos que una persona esté
exenta como se explica a continuacion. Las cubiertas faciales/mascarilla son particularmente
importantes en lugares como ambientes interiores, autobuses escolares y areas donde el
distanciamiento fisico por si solo no es suficiente para ayudar a prevenir la transmisién de
enfermedades.

Como usar:

El Departamento de Salud Publica del Condado de San Joaquin alienta al publico a cubrirse la nariz y la
boca con una mdscara/tapabocas cuando deba estar en publico para realizar actividades esenciales (por
ejemplo, comprar en el supermercado). Las cubiertas faciales/mascarillas son para aquellos que no
pueden mantener una distancia minima de 6 pies con otras personas en su entorno de trabajo y
requieren poca o ninguna interaccion con el publico. El uso de una cubierta facial/mascarilla no elimina
la necesidad de distanciarse fisicamente de los demds y de lavarse las manos con frecuencia.

Cuidado del cubrimiento facial de tela/mascarillas de tela:

Lavarse la cara con frecuencia usando una toallita idealmente después de cada uso o al menos una vez al
dia - Lavar con detergente y agua caliente - Secar en ciclo caliente - Ldvese las manos al poner y quitar la
mdscara/mascarilla y evite tocarse la cara.

Algunos ejemplos de cubiertas faciales:

Madscara/tapabocas/mascarilla cosida hecha en casa, bufanda, tela de tejido apretado, mdscara de tela,
mdscara desechable, etc.

Segun el Departamento de Educacidn de California, se debe usar como minimo una cubierta
facial/mascarilla:

e Mientras espera para entrar a la escuela.

¢ Mientras se encuentre en los terrenos de la escuela (excepto cuando coma o beba).
e Alsalir de la escuela

e Mientras estd en un autobus escolar

Las siguientes personas estan exentas de usar una cubierta facial/mascarilla segtn la guia del CDPH con
fecha del 18 de junio del 2020:

e Personas menores de dos afios. Estos nifios muy pequefios no deben cubrirse la cara debido al
riesgo de asfixia.

e Personas con una afeccién médica, una afeccién de salud mental o una discapacidad que les
impida usar una cubierta facial/mascarilla. Esto incluye a personas con una afeccién médica para
quienes el uso de una cubierta facial/mascarilla podria obstruir la respiraciéon o que estan
inconscientes, incapacitados o que no pueden quitarse la cubierta facial/mascarilla sin ayuda.
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* Personas con problemas de audicién o que se comunican con una persona con problemas de
audicion, donde la capacidad de ver la boca es esencial para la comunicacion.

¢ Personas para quienes el uso de una cubierta facial crearia un riesgo personal relacionado con
su trabajo, segun lo determinen los reguladores locales, estatales o federales o las pautas de
seguridad en el lugar de trabajo.

* Personas que estén obteniendo un servicio que involucre la nariz o la cara para los cuales sea
necesario remover temporalmente la cubierta facial/mascarilla para realizar el servicio.

Personas que estén sentadas en un restaurante u otro establecimiento que ofrezca servicio de
alimentos o bebidas, mientras comen o beben, siempre que puedan mantener una distancia de
al menos seis pies de personas que no sean miembros del mismo hogar o residencia.

* Personas que realizan trabajo o recreacidn al aire libre, como nadar, caminar, escalar, montar
en bicicleta o correr, cuando estan solas o con miembros del hogar y cuando pueden mantener
una distancia de al menos seis pies de los demas.

Nota: Las personas exentas de usar una cubierta facial debido a una condicion médica que estén
empleadas en un trabajo que implique contacto regular con otras personas deben usar una alternativa
no restrictiva, como un protector facial con una cortina en el borde inferior, siempre que su la condicidon
lo permita.

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Examenes de salud para estudiantes y personal: cémo se evaluara a los estudiantes y al

personal para detectar sintomas de COVID-19 y cdmo se separaran los estudiantes o el personal de los
demas y se los enviara a casa inmediatamente.

A todos los estudiantes se les revisara la temperatura al ingresar a su primer periodo / clase, todos los
dias.

A los estudiantes con una temperatura de menos de 100.4 grados se les permitird ingresar a la clase y
participar en la instruccién en persona del dia.

Los estudiantes con una temperatura de 100.4 grados o mas seran enviados a la oficina en un area de la
oficina en cuarentena para ser enviados a casa.

a. Antes de que los estudiantes y el personal vengan a la escuela, deberan realizar un autoexamen
para detectar signos y sintomas de COVID-19.

b. Cualquier persona que haya estado expuesta a alguien con COVID-19 en los ultimos 14 dias, que
tenga sintomas de COVID-19 o que no se sienta bien, no debe ir a la escuela.

é¢Qué es COVID 19?

El coronavirus (COVID-19) es una enfermedad causada por un virus que puede transmitirse de persona a
persona. El virus que causa COVID-19 es un nuevo coronavirus que se ha extendido por todo el mundo.
Los sintomas de COVID-19 pueden variar desde tener sintomas leves (o ningln sintoma) hasta una
enfermedad grave.

éQué esta haciendo el distrito escolar?

e Evitar tocarse los ojos, la nariz y la boca.

e Limpiar y desinfectar los objetos y superficies que se tocan con frecuencia.

e Sino se siente bien quédese en casa y no vaya al trabajo o la escuela.

* Busque atencion médica si tiene motivos para creer que ha estado expuesto al coronavirus o
la influenza. Llame a su proveedor de atencion médica antes de visitar el centro de atencion
médica.

Controle su salud diariamente.
