Greetings to all, and thank you for your patience as ISK has continued to navigate a
safe Phase 1 reopening of on-campus in-person learning in hybrid mode.

Phase Two Delayed/Phase One Continues

Based on information received from the Ministry of Education (MoE), ISK is delaying
Phase 2 of our reopening plan for the moment. At the same time, our Phase 1 classes
attending will continue in line with MoE directives. Rest assured that ISK is in
compliance with MoE directives, and ISK has been in touch with the MoE reconfirming
our reopening plans as recently as October 27. Again, all classes currently attending
ISK via the on campus option of Hybrid Learning program can continue.

Again, our Phase 2 grades (G3-4, G6-7, and G9-10) will not be returning to on-campus
in-person learning on November 2, instead continuing for the time being with the
current learning arrangements. We are monitoring the situation with the MoE and
hope to have further clarification on Phase 2 reopening in the next two weeks. ISK is
ready to have our Phase 2 students return to on-campus learning shortly after
receiving government word that it is safe to continue to expand to Phase 2. Thank you
for sharing this information with your ISK child/ren.
