CHANGE IN REAL ID DEADLINE – The Department of 

Homeland Security has extended this deadline to October 

1, 2021.  Now you have until next Fall to obtain a Real ID 

driver's license or ID card, which will be required to board a 

domestic flight.  Applicants need to present the required 

documents to the DMV in person.  Maryland and DC have 

made Real ID a requirement while it's optional in Virginia. A 

Real ID is generally identifiable by a star in your driver's 

license in the upper right corner.  

A rising 

trend even before the coronavirus pandemic, online 

shopping is about to get a big boost from those who prefer 

to socially distance themselves from stores and malls.  

Scammers have taken note.  By setting up fake shopping 

sites, these con artists hope to get unwitting shoppers to 

part with vital financial information, and seniors are their 

favorite targets. To avoid becoming a victim, shop at only 

trusted merchants' sites, monitor accounts for fraudulent 

activity, and use credit cards, which offer better fraud 

protection than debit cards.  Be especially protective of 

your social media accounts, which scammers hope to mine 

for information to help them crack the answers to security 

questions and gain access to your other accounts.
