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INTRODUCTION 
 
Sycamore Community Unit School District (CUSD) 427 implemented a proactive 
program of water testing at North Elementary School.  Water sampling was conducted 
by Mr. Dan Petras of Aires Consulting on September 29, 2017. Mr. Geoffrey J. Bacci II, 
P.E. designed the studied and developed this report. 
 
All sources that exceeded the USEPA’s recommended Action Level of 20 ppb were re-
tested by Dan Petras on November 8, 2017. 
 
All sampling methodology followed protocol required by The Lead in Drinking Water 
Testing Bill (LDWTB) an guidelines published by the Illinois Department of Public Health 
(IDPH).  Detailed background information on testing requirements, methodology and 
lead health effects are included in the main report to the District that summarizes results 
and offers recommendations. 
 
RESULTS 
 
Field sheets identifying sample numbers and sample locations maps are included in 
Appendix I.  Laboratory results are included in Appendix II. 
 
The following locations exceeded 5 parts per billion (ppb).  Locations that exceeded the 
EPA action level of 20 ppb are shown in bold print.

• NWF-7A: first draw sample from the water cooler in Room 306  - 9.88 ppb

• NCS-18A: first draw sample from classroom sink N-15 in Room 106 - 25.6

• NCS-18B: flush sample from classroom sink N-15 in Room 106 - 9.64 ppb 
• NWF-23A: first draw sample from drinking fountain N-22 in Room 103  - 11.0 ppb 
• NWF-24A: first draw sample from drinking fountain N-23  in Room 102- 8.38 ppb 
• NCS-27A: first draw sample from sink N-24 in Room 202  - 6.30 ppb 
• NCS-28A: first draw sample from sink N-25 in Room 203  - 15.9 ppb 
• NCS-28B: flush sample from sink N-25 in Room 203  - 5.39 ppb 
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Sources that exceed 5 ppb require parent notification within 7 days per IDPH guidelines. 
Remaining results should be at minimum posted on the Districts website.  All sample 
results should be e-mailed to IDPH within 7 days. 
 
RE-TESTING RESULTS 
 
All sources that exceeded the USEPA’s recommended Action Level of 20 ppb were re-
tested on November 8, 2017.  Laboratory results are included in Appendix III.  The 
following locations exceeded 5 parts per billion (ppb). Locations that exceeded the EPA 
action level of 20 ppb are shown in bold print. 
 
• N-8A: first draw sample from kitchen sink N-8 in Room 405  - 8.77 ppb 
• N-15A: first draw sample from classroom sink N-15 in Room 106 – 6.13 ppb 
• N-15B: flush sample from classroom sink N-15 in Room 106 – 6.13 ppb 
 
None of the re-testing results exceeded the EPA’s recommended action level of 20 ppb.
