Expectations



Expectations
● Be on time for tutoring sessions

● Help students learn, do NOT do THEIR work for them!

● Be comfortable admitting that you don’t know or remember something. 
○ Don’t “fake it”, which could convey incorrect information. It is better 

to say “Let me look into that” instead of making something up.

○ Sometimes the more important lesson is teaching how to find an answer that you don’t know

● Ask a content teacher for help, if you need to.

● Set appointment slots that you can keep. (Be reasonable; Don’t do too much).

● Maintain a professional relationship with your tutee.
