Lenten penances that can be life transforming for us 
and those around us: 
1– Come to daily Mass during Lent or at least add one  
      additional Mass during the week. 
2– Arrive early to church.  Make it a point to arrive ahead  
      of  time and spend a few minutes praying. 
3- Observe silence in Church and show reverence before  
     the Blessed Sacrament present in the Tabernacle. 
4– Read and meditate the daily Mass readings and the  
     short  meditations found in the Word Among Us. 
5– Stay after Mass and help the Welcome Ministers tidy  
     up the Church, arrange the hymnals, pick up any  
     garbage, etc. 
6– Pray the Rosary and/or the Divine Mercy Chaplet either  
      individually or with your family daily or once a week. 
7– Fast from Social Media. 
8– Turn off all electronic devices at least once a week  
     during  the evening so that you may spend quality time  
      with your family talking or playing some games. 
9– Participate in the singing at Mass, and make sure to stay  
     in your seat until after the priest exits the Church. 
*Fridays during Lent are obligatory abstinence  from meat 
for  anyone age 14—59. 

Penitencias de cuaresma que pueden transformer sus 
vidas y las de los que los rodean: 
1– Venga a Misa diaria, o por los menos venga a una Misa  
      adicional durante la semana. 
2– Lleque temprano a la Misa.  Hagase el proposito de  
     llegar unos 15 minutos antes que comience la misa y  
     pase unos minutos en oracion. 
3– Una vez dentro de la iglesia, guarde silencio y muestre  
      reverencia al Santisimo Sacramento presente en el  
      sagrario. 
4– Lea y medite las lecturas de la misa diaria. 
5– Puede quedarse despues de misa unos minutos y ayudar  
      a arreglar la iglesia.  Los ministros de bienvenida  
       siempre necesitan ayuda organizando los misales,         
       botando la basura, etc. 
6– Rece el Rosario o la Coronilla de la Divina  
     Misericordia diariamente o una vez a la semana. 
7– Ayune de los medios sociales. 
8– Apague los aparatos electronicos por los menos una vez  
      a la semana para que pase un rato conversando o  
      jugando juegos de mesa en familia. 
9–  Participe cantando en la misa, y espere que el sacerdote  
       salga de la iglesia antes de usted salir. 
*Los viernes durante la Cuaresma son días obligatorios de 
abstinencia de carne para personas entre 14—59 de edad 



Why we use Latin in the liturgy, especially in Lent. Here are 
the main reasons: 
1- Of the 24 rites in the Catholic Church, 1 Western and 23 
Oriental, the Roman or Latin rite is the most widespread, the 
most universal. 
2-Latin is a dead language.  Unlike other languages that 
evolve and the meaning of words change over time, with  
Latin, that is not the case,  the meaning remains intact.  
Besides being a dead language it does not produce jealousy 
because it is not used in any country, it is only the official 
language of the Church. 
3-It is a very precise language with rigorous logic. 
4-It has a beautiful and poetic style, very suitable for  
intonation. 
5-Its sense is universal, Catholic. Easier to follow than many 
other languages in an increasingly globalized and common 
world. 
6-The use of Latin united us with the Church and her liturgy 
over the centuries, as a symbol of continuity in faith to God, 
and our response to his love. 

Porque utilizamos el latín en la liturgia, sobre todo en             
Cuaresma. Estas son las razones principales: 
1- De los 24 ritos que hay en la Iglesia Católica, 1 Occidental 
y 23 Orientales, el rito romano o latino es el más extendido, el 
más universal. 
2-El latín es una lengua muerta.  A diferencia de otros      
idiomas que evolucionan y el sentido de las palabras cambia 
con el transcurso del tiempo, eso no sucede con el latín donde 
el significado se mantiene intacto. Además al ser una lengua 
muerta no produce celos porque no es utilizada en ningún 
país, solo es la lengua oficial de la Iglesia. 
3-Es un idioma muy preciso con una lógica rigurosa. 
4-Tiene un estilo bello y poético, muy adecuado para la  
entonación. 
5-Su sentido es universal, católico. Más fácil de seguirlo que 
muchos otros idiomas en un mundo cada vez más globalizado 
y común. 
6-El uso del latín nos une con la Iglesia y su liturgia a través 
de los siglos, como un símbolo de continuidad en la fe a Dios, 
y nuestra respuesta a su amor.
