Notre Dame Trustey Family STEM Teaching Fellows Press Release 
 
Blessed Trinity Catholic School is proud to announce the selection of 3 teachers; Silvia 
Kenna, Melissa Dietz, and Gabriel Cambert; as Fellows in the 2019 cohort of the Notre 
Dame Trustey Family STEM Teaching Fellows. These teachers were selected from 
across the nation as one of 9 schools in the program’s 
fifth cohort and will join over 120 teachers from the    
program’s first four cohorts.  
 
The ND Trustey Family STEM Teaching Fellows is a 
competitive, three summer, two school year program 
that seeks to improve STEM teaching and learning for all 
students. Fellows will attend three Summer  Institutes at 
the University of Notre Dame, beginning in July 2019. 
Throughout the school year they will receive content 
specific coaching for their instructional practice and    
targeted support as they expand access to and           
opportunities for STEM learning in their school.  
 
The Trustey Family STEM Teaching Fellows is        
sponsored by the University of Notre Dame Center for 
STEM Education, housed in the Institute for Educational 
Initiatives at the University of Notre Dame. The Center 
for STEM Education’s mission seeks to help all           
students, especially those in Catholic schools, engage 
and excel in the STEM disciplines through   research 
and the translation of research into practice.

Since 2002, the Catholic Church in the 
U.S.A. has followed a set of rules  initiat-
edby the bishops of the country and ap-
proved by the Vatican for dealing with 
sexual abuse of minors by priest or dea-
cons:  The Charter for the Protection of 

Children and Young People.  In the Archdiocese of Miami, the policy 
includes   vulnerable adults. 
Every U.S. diocese/eparchy must meet a specific set of  requirements.  
We will share a couple of them each week throughout April during 
Child Abuse Prevention Month.  The Archdiocese of Miami is in  
compliance and has been each of the 17 years since the inception of 
the Charter.  
 
• To establish a review board of at least five persons, mostly mem-

bers of laity, who counsel the bishop on allegations and review 
local policies dealing  with sexual abuse of minors. 

• To protect the rights of the accusers and  of the accused. 

April is Child Abuse 
Prevention Month.

La 
Arquidiócesis de Miami está en cumplimiento y ha estado en         
cumplimiento cada uno de los 17 años desde la creación de estas nor-
mas. 
 

• Establecer una junta de ascesores de al menos cinco personas, en 
 su mayora laicos, que aconsejen al obispo sobre las denuncias y     
 revisen las politicas locales relacionadas con el abuso sexual de 
 menores. 

• Proteger los derechos de los acusadores y de los acusados.
