Desde 2002, la Iglesia Católica en 
los Estados Unidos ha seguido un 
conjunto de reglas creadas por los 
obispos del país y aprobadas por el 

Vaticano para enfrentar el abuso sexual de menores por parte de 
sacerdotes o diáconos: Estatuto para la protección de niños y 
jóvenes de los obispos de los EE.UU. 
Cada diócesis / eparquía en los Estados Unidos debe cumplir 
con unos requisitos específicos. Vamos a compartir un par de 
ellos cada semana durante el mes de abril, el mes de prevención 
del abuso infantil. La Arquidiócesis de Miami está en         
cumplimiento y ha estado en cumplimiento cada uno de los 17 
años desde la creación de estas normas. 

 
• Tener una política escrita para lidiar con el abuso sexual de 
menores por parte de sacerdotes, diáconos y otro personal de la 
Iglesia. 
 • Nombrar un coordinador de asistencia a la víctima, que esté 
disponible para darle cuidado pastoral inmediato a las personas 
que reportan haber sido abusadas sexualmente, siendo menores, 
por un sacerdote o diácono. 

April is Child Abuse 
Prevention Month.  

Since 2002, the Catholic Church in the 
U.S.A. has followed a set of rules  
initiated by the bishops of the country 
and approved by the Vatican for   
dealing with sexual abuse of minors 
by priest or deacons:  The Charter for 

the Protection of Children and Young People.  In the Archdio-
cese of Miami, the policy includes vulnerable adults. 
Every U.S. diocese/eparchy must meet a specific set of        
requirements.  We will share a couple of them each week 
throughout April during Child Abuse Prevention Month.  The 
Archdiocese of Miami is in compliance and has been each of 
the 17 years since the inception of the Charter.  
 
• To have a written policy for dealing with sexual abuse of 

minors by priests, deacons and other Church personnel. 
• To appoint a victim assistance coordinator, who is       

available for the immediate pastoral care of persons who 
report having been sexually abused as a minor by a priest 
or deacon. 
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
