As we approach Lent, we are reminded that this season has been called the “Great Retreat of the Church,” a
time of grace and conversion. Lent calls us to prepare for Easter by increasing our prayer time, doing charitable
works, penance, and reconciling with God and with one another.

As a parish, we have several initiatives during this Lenten Season:

We will keep the tradition of an extra evening Mass at 6:30 pm during Lent from Monday through Friday. It
will be celebrated in English on Mondays, Tuesdays and Thursdays.

Our Lenten Mission in English will be given by Fr. Reginald Jean-Mary, the pastor of Notre Dame d’Haiti.
Fr. Reggie and I were in seminary together. He 1s a wonderful priest and a gifted speaker. [ am sure we will
enjoy having him with us. Mark your calendars: Monday through Wednesday March 18, 19 and 20 at 7
pm.

Our Parish Reconciliation Service will be on the last day of the Mission on Wednesday March 20™ at 8pm.
Additional confessions will be heard on Friday April 5 from 7pm to 9 pm and Saturday April 6 from 10am
to 12pm.

I will be giving an evening of reflection to the Ladies of the Parish on Thursday March 21% at 7pm.

Besides our yearly Soup & Bread and Tenebrae on Holy Wednesday, we will also have an ecumenical
service on Good Friday. For the first time, there will be a Procession with the Cross from Grace Lutheran to
Blessed Trinity at noon. At 1 pm, we will have an ecumenical, bilingual Stations of the Cross in our church.

At times we choose trivial things to give up for Lent. May I propose some of the following penances which can
be life transforming for us and those around us:

a) Come to daily Mass during Lent, or at least add one additional Mass during the week -- not just on
Sunday.

b) Arrive early to church. Make it a point to arrive ahead of time and spend a few minutes praying,

¢) Once inside the Church observe silence and show reverence before the Blessed Sacrament present in the
Tabernacle.

d) Read and meditate the daily Mass readings and the short meditation found in the Word Among Us
which will be given on Ash Wednesday.

e) Stay after Mass and help the Welcome Ministers tidy up the church, arrange the hymnals, pick up any
garbage, etc.

f) Praythe Rosary and/or the Divine Mercy Chaplet ¢ither individually or with your family daily or once a
week.

g) Fast from Social Media

h) Turn off all electronic devices at least once a week during the evening so that you may spend quality
time with your family talking or playing some board games.

May you have a wonderful Season of Lent as we journey towards Easter. If you have never been to the Easter
Vigil, I invite you to come this year. It’s a beautiful Mass that has been called the Mother of all Liturgies. Please
continue to pray for our parish and remember me in your prayers. Know of my constant prayers for each of you.
