Then we have St. Anthony followed by the window representing
reconciliation. This window shows a cross with a purple stole. The window that follows is a picture of St. Peter and
then following a window symbolizing baptism. The next window is a picture of St. Joseph. And there you have it; all of
the stained-glass windows in our beautiful church, Blessed Trinity.
