Why do we Catholics, stand, sit 
and kneel during mass?  To our 
non-Catholic friends we may 
come across as maybe a bit  
anxious or that we simply can’t 
stay still….Not quite, there is a 
significant reason for all our    
postures. 

 
Standing is a common posture for prayers started 
during early days of Christianity.  We stand in  
reverence and respect.  We sit to listen and to 
learn. We kneel as the ultimate surrendering     
before our God.  
  
When the priest enters and processes towards the 
altar, we stand in reverence, remembering that the 
priest is in the person of Christ.  We continue to 
stand during the opening prayer, the Penitential 
Rite and the Gloria.  We also stand when the   
Gospel is read to show reverence and respect to 
the word of God.  We sit to listen to the two    
readings and the singing of the psalms. This is the 
time to listen and learn, “what message does God 
want for me today”.  When we kneel, this is the 
ultimate sign of humility before our God, praying 
and surrendering ourselves to Him. So next time 
that we are asked, why do you Catholics have so 
many postures during mass? We can explain!
