What the Sacristy is? 

 The Sacristy is a room usually located on the side of or behind the sanctuary. In our Church it is by the    
entrance, on the left side of the foyer area. It is here that the sacred vestments, the sacred vessels and all else 
that is necessary to perform the sacred functions of the Church are kept.  It is also the place of preparation 
for the clergy, both before and after the celebration of divine services. The sacristy is, by its nature, a holy 
place.  Hence, too much care   cannot be expended toward keeping it neat and orderly.  The following      
suggestions will help to achieve this end: 
♦ Silence—Recollection  is necessary on the part of the clergy.  This is impossible without silence.  Let us 

be mindful upon entering the church to maintain its holy stature. 
♦ Cleanliness—”Cleanliness is next to godliness,” and as everything in the sacristy pertains to the service 

of God, it is plain, that every attention should be given to make it a place worthy of its sacred use. 
♦ Order & neatness-Let there be “a place for everything and everything in its place.”
