 LAS INDULGENCIAS 

El «Código de derecho canónico» (c. 992) y el «Catecismo de la Iglesia católica» (n. 1471), definen así la in-
dulgencia: «La indulgencia es la remisión ante Dios de la pena temporal por los pecados, ya perdonados, en 

cuanto a la culpa, que un fiel dispuesto y cumpliendo determinadas condiciones consigue por mediación de la 
Iglesia, la cual, como administradora de la redención, distribuye y aplica con autoridad el tesoro de las satis-

facciones de Cristo y de los santos». 

 

INDULGENCES 
The "Code of Canon Law" (c.1992) and the "Catechism of the Catholic Church" (n. 1471) define indulgence 
as follows: "Indulgence is the remission before God of the temporal punishment for sins, already forgiven, as 
to guilt, that a faithful willing and fulfilling certain conditions obtains through the intermediary of the Church, 

which, as administrator of the redemption, distributes and applies with authority the treasury of the              
satisfactions of Christ and the saints “. 

 

100th Anniversary Jubilee of Apparition of 
Our Lady of Fatima A Plenary Indulgence 

 

2017 marks the 100th anniversary of the apparition of 
the Blessed Virgin Mary to 3 shepherd children in 
Fatima, Portugal. In honor of this important            
centennial, Pope Francis has declared a Jubilee Year. 
As a result, the Holy Father has granted the             
opportunity for the Catholic faithful to obtain a      
plenary indulgence under the normal conditions 
(detachment from sin, confession, communion, and 
prayers for the intentions of the Holy Father) and 
meeting ONE of the following sets of conditions: 
  
 1) Make a pilgrimage to the Sanctuary of Fatima in 

Portugal   
 2) Make a visit to an image or statue of Our Lady of 

Fatima that is on display for public veneration in 
any Church or Oratory, on the anniversary days of 
the apparitions (the 13th of each month from May 
– October 2017) and “devotedly participate” in 
prayer or celebration in honor of the Blessed    
Virgin Mary, pray the “Our Father” and the 
“Creed” and invoke Our Lady of Fatima. 

 3) If due to age, illness, or other serious reason are 
unable to meet either of the above sets of         
conditions should offer on the days of the          
apparitions (the 13th of each month from May to  
October 2017) join “spiritually the jubilee       cel-
ebrations, offering with confidence to the    merci-
ful God through Mary their prayers and pains, or 
“the   sacrifices of their own life” in front of an 
image of Our Lady of Fatima while having repent-
ed of all of their sins with the firm intention of 
carrying out the normal    conditions for an   indul-
gence    including confession and            commun-
ion.

 2) La segunda forma se aplica para “aquellos que  
visiten con devoción una imagen de Nuestra Señora 
de Fátima  expuesta en cualquier templo u oratorio en 
los días de los aniversarios de las apariciones, el 13 de 
cada mes desde mayo hasta octubre (de 2017),y     
participen allí devotamente en alguna celebración u 
oración en honor de la Virgen María” y  rezan un   
Padrenuestro, el Credo e invocar a nuestra Señora de 
Fátima. 
 3) La tercera forma de obtener una indulgencia se 
aplica a las personas que por la edad, enfermedad u 
otra causa grave estén impedidos de movilizarse.  
Pueden rezar ante una   imagen de la Virgen de     Fá-
tima y deben unirse espiritualmente en las           cele-
braciones jubilares en los días de las apariciones, los 
días 13 de cada mes, entre mayo y octubre de 2017. 
Además tienen que “ofrecer con confianza a Dios mi-
sericordioso, a través de María, sus oraciones y dolo-
res o los sacrificios de su propia vida”
