A CATECHESIS OF THE EASTER VIGIL LITURGY
PART TWO: LITURGY OF THE WORD, BAPTISM AND EUCHARIST

The Easter Vigil liturgy is the most beautiful liturgy in the Roman Catholic Church. This summary walks us
through the Easter Vigil.

Although celebrated Holy Saturday evening, it is the dramatic Easter vigil liturgy that marks the beginning of
Easter. We are awaiting our master's return with our lamps full and burning, so that he will find us awake and
seat us at his table (cf. Luke 12:35ff). All Catholics should try to attend this beautiful service.

The vigil is divided into four parts:
1) Service of the Light
2) Liturgy of the Word
3) Liturgy of baptism, and
4) Liturgy of the Eucharist.

2) Liturgy of the Word
During the Easter vigil, nine readings are provided: seven from the Old Testament and two from
the New Testament. Not all are required to be read due to time constraints, but at least three Old
Testament readings must be read, including Exodus 14. These readings help us meditate on the
wonderful works of God for his people since the beginning of time.
The readings are:

The story of creation, Gen 1:1-2; 2;

Abraham and Isaac, Gen 22:1-18;

Crossing of the Red Sea, Exodus 14:15-15:1;

Isaiah 54:5-14;

Isaiah 55:1-11;

Baruch 3:9-15.32-4:4;

Ezekiel 36:16-17.18-28;

Romans 6:3-11; and

Gospel reading Mark 16:1-7.
The Gloria is sung before the reading of the Epistle of the Romans, and the Alleluia is sung before
the Gospel.

3) Liturgy of Baptism
During this time the Easter water is blessed, new members are brought into the Church through
baptism; part of the liturgy includes the Litany of the Saints. Afterwards the faithful are blessed
with water and all renew their baptismal promises.

4) Liturgy of Eucharist
The Mass resumes with the special prayers inserted during the Eucharist Prayer. The whole church
is called to join at the sacrificial table that Christ prepared for us through his death and resurrec-
tion.
The Mass ends with the glorious

SEGUNDA PARTE: LITURGIA DE LA PALABRA, BAUTISMO Y EUCARISTIA
La liturgia de la Vigilia Pascual es la més hermosa Liturgia de la Iglesia Catolica Romana. Esta Liturgia se
celebra en la Vigilia Pascual.

Aunque se celebra El Sabado Santo por la noche, esta es la liturgia de Vigilia de Pascua marca el comienzo de
la Pascua. Estamos a la espera del retorno de nuestro Maestro con nuestras lamparas llenas y encendidas, para
que EI nos encuentre despiertos y nos invite en su mesa (cf. Lucas 12:35ff).

2) liturgia de la palabra
Durante la vigilia, se suministran nueve lecturas: siete del Antiguo Testamento y dos del Nuevo
Testamento. No se requiere leer todas las escrituras por falta de tiempo, pero deben leerse al
menos tres lecturas del Antiguo Testamento, incluyendo Exodo 14. Estas lecturas nos ayudan a
meditar en las obras maravillosas de Dios para con su pueblo desde el principio de los tiempos.
Las lecturas son:
La historia de la creacidon Gen 1:1-2; 2;
Abraham e Isaac, Gen 22:1-18;
El paso del mar rojo, Exodo 14:15 — 15:1;
Isaias 54: 5-14;
Isafas 55:1-11;
Baruc 3:9-15.32-4:4;
Ezequiel 36:16-17.18-28;
Romanos 6:3-11;
La lectura del evangelio de Marcos 16:1-7.
El Gloria se canta antes de la lectura de la epistola de los romanos, y se canta el Aleluya antes del Evangelio.

3) liturgia del bautismo
Durante este tiempo de pascua en que el agua es bendecida, nuevos miembros son agregados a la iglesia por
el bautismo; parte de la liturgia incluye la Letania de los Santos. Los creyentes son bendecidos con agua y
luego todos renuevan sus promesas bautismales.

4) liturgia de la Eucaristia
Continua la Misa, con las oraciones especiales insertadas durante la plegaria de la Eucaristia. Toda
la iglesia es llamada a participar en la mesa que Cristo ha preparado para nosotros con su muerte
y resurreccion.
