FAST AND ABSTINENCE.   
 

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are obligatory days of fasting 

and abstinence for Catholics. In addition, Fridays during Lent 

are obligatory days of abstinence. For members of the Latin 

Catholic Church, the norms on fasting are obligatory from age 

18 until age 59. When fasting, a person is permitted to eat one 

full meal. Two smaller meals may also be taken, but not to equal 

a full meal. The norms concerning abstinence from meat are 

binding upon members of the Latin Catholic Church from age 

14 onwards. 
 

AYUNO Y ABSTINENCIA 
 

Miércoles de ceniza y Viernes Santo son días de ayuno y la abs-

tinencia obligatorios para los católicos. Además, los viernes 

durante la Cuaresma son días obligatorios de abstinencia. Para 

los miembros de la iglesia católica latina, las normas sobre el 

ayuno son obligatorias a partir de los 18 años de edad y hasta 

los 59 años. Cuando se ayuna, una persona puede comer una 

comida completa. Dos comidas más pequeñas pueden también 

pueden ser consumidas, pero que no sean iguales  a una comida 

completa.
