This is Language (Approved in 2015) is a digital resource of intermediate level, authentic
videos featuring native speakers and interactive language exercises in French, Spanish, and
German. Schools may purchase teacher accounts and student accounts that allow for
instructors to monitor students’ progress and differentiate assignments based on students’
language levels. The content of the videos is also aligned with Virginia’'s Standards of
Learning in World Languages as well as the American Council for Teachers of Foreign

TPR Storytelling (Teaching Proficiency through Reading and Storytelling or TPRS)
(Approved in 2011) is a method of teaching foreign languages. TPRS lessons use a mixture
of reading and storytelling to help students learn a foreign language in a classroom setting.
The method works in three steps: in step one the new vocabulary structures to be learned
are taught using a combination of translation, gestures, and personalized questions; in step
two those structures are used in a spoken class story; and finally, in step three, these same
structures are used in a class reading. Throughout these three steps, the teacher will use a
number of techniques to help make the target language comprehensible to the students,
including careful limiting of vocabulary, constant asking of easy comprehension questions,
frequent comprehension checks, and very short grammar explanations known as "pop-up
grammar".
