The St. Ann “APP” - My cell phone just up-and-died without warning last week, and | wasn’t prepared for
the startling realization that | am much more attached to this technology than | thought. The endless
texts, the easy means of emailing others, the barrage of Facebook posts and YouTube videos, and the
quick Google searches all were gone in the blink of an eye.

I must admit that, in some ways, this forced “technology fast” was a blessing. | found myself less
distracted and, quite honestly, less stressed. No constant news feed. No reading of uncharitable on-line
comments (no matter how much | try to avoid them). A more-focused time for dedicated, uninterrupted
prayer. All good things.

In this Sunday’s Gospel, Andrew and his brother Simon (Peter) ask Jesus an important, life-changing
guestion (“Master, where are you staying?”), and the reply offered them is simply: “Come and see.” | can’t
help but think that the place Jesus offered them was one in which they could rest in him and find some
peace from the challenges, distractions and temptations of their daily lives. It was a place where they
came to know love and to know that they were loved, and there was nothing standing in the way of
growing that relationship together.

Ultimately, the question asked by Andrew and his brother that day is one we, too, must sincerely ask
the Lord if we want to grow deeper in relationship with Him. Staying surface-level in our Catholic faith
and prayer life will never fully satisfy the heart, so let us be courageous enough to be open to the ways in
which God wants to lead us in following Him more closely.

Perhaps a good place to start is putting the cell phone down for a bit more time than we are inclined to
do.

You might just find life a bit more peaceful and quiet.

And it is there — in the quiet — that the Lord waits for us.
