Pre-exposure to Algebraic Topics is
Problematic for Gifted Students

One of the most significant consequences is that
students lose a sense of excitement and discovery
in Algebra when they have been exposed to a
large part of it before (“Seen it!”) but it is not
mastered or not enough of the course has been
mastered to test out.

e Course placement is usually determined by previous coursework. When prior
learning is unclear, students may be assessed on their mastery of standards to
determine course placement.

e Some students may choose online course options (at their expense) for
acceleration. CMS will accept completion under certain guidelines.

e Qualified students who are above-grade level in particular content areas may take
appropriate courses at Eden Prairie High School

e University of Minnesota Talented Youth Mathematics Program (UMTYMP) is a
tuition-based program that provides a highly accelerated math program for
exceptional math students. Registration is in the spring. Find more information at
