PROGRAMS AT MILLCREEK JUNIOR HIGH

At Millereek Junior High School, we believe all students can learn. We believe that students have differ-
ent needs. At MJH, we make every effort to meet the needs of all students. Here are some of the pro-
gram options we offer in order to help our students:

. Honors Program: This program is for students who are ready for a more in-depth study of a
topic. Students are challenged to understand topics by analyzing and generalizing the information
they are learning.

. Reading and Academic Progress (RAP): This is a 35-minute class for all students at the end
of the day Monday-Thursday. It is for independent reading or students may be called out by teach-
ers to be retaught a concept to receive extra assistance with their academic progress.

. Intervention Student Groups: Counselors have groups or interventions during RAP based on
subjects the students have requested. (i.e. study skills, resilience, communication) INSIDE THIS NEWSLETTER

. Peer Tutoring: Students in 8th and gth grade may take a class where they help other students.

Students must have records of these
shots by the beginning of school or they will
not be allowed to attend after 21 days.

Health Dept. (Outreach Clinic) will be giving
shots on Feb. 24 from 6:00-7:30 p.m. at MJH
if you're interested. Please bring your insur-
ance information. Families that don't have
insurance can receive immunizations for a
minimal cost.

Be confident that
they can achieve at the level described. A
student should:

1. Perform at or above 85% on the SAGE
test in the specific area of considera-
tion.

2.  Consistently earn an “A” or
“B” (Proficiency = 3 for 6th graders).

3.  Have a high level of interest and desire
in the subject area.

4.  Good analytical and problem solving
skills.

5.  Highly motivated and self sufficient.

—-th Grade Math

Math at Millcreek

We believe that all students can learn mathematics at a high
level. They should, therefore, be in classes where they are
given access to high-level content. This “opportunity to learn”
is the most important condition for learning. All non-
accelerated math students will have honors curriculum made
available to them in all math classes. All students will be pro-
vided scaffolding and support to achieve the level of problem solving at their capability. Giving the adoles-
cents’ brains two more years to develop, will ensure proper placement in gt grade for the traditional and
honors pathways.

Double Blocked Math
Students are placed in an additional math class in order to receive math instruction on a daily basis. This is used as an intervention

for students who need additional math support.

7" Grade Math/7" Grade Honors Math
This course covers all of the USBE standards for Math plus the additional “honors” topics are made available for all students. All

incoming 7th grade students will be enrolled in 7th Grade Math. When they complete the honors work throughout the school year,
the honors designation will be added to their transcripts.

Accelerated 7"/8" Grade Math
This course covers the 8" grade USBE standards.

Placement in the accelerated course will be determined by Millcreek Junior High School and includes one of the following sources
of evidence:

1) Student may complete a digital portfolio that includes a mindset inventory, a student essay, a parent essay, and video responses
to tasks. This portfolio is reviewed by a district committee and scoring is used to inform junior high schools as placement decisions
are made.

Students will then be enrolled in a Canvas course through which all items will
be submitted. This invitation will arrive in your student’s district-issued email account inbox.

2) Student may complete the CogAT assessment. Scores are used to inform junior high schools as placement decisions are made.

Students will participate in the exam at the Assessment Department office and will be
notified of available dates and times.

3) Students may challenge the 7" grade course by taking the online final with the district. Passing the final with 85% or above will
allow them to register for gt grade math as a 7" grade student. They may only challenge the test once.

Additional opportunities for acceleration

A student may take Math 7 during the summer prior to the student’s 7" grade year or Math 8 during the summer after the stu-
dent’s 7" grade year by enrolling in the Davis School District Independent Study Math 7 or Math 8 course. The content for each
course is divided into 4 quarters and students are required to take quarterly exams, in person, at the Assessment Center in Farm-
ington in order to move along to the next quarter. A passing quarterly score of 85% or above is required before moving on and for
earning credit for the entire course. If your student is interested in being considered for the Math 7 or Math 8 Independent Study
course, or if you have any math questions contact the following individuals:

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Math Track Information

Integrated A grade mathematics (traditional and honors designations)

This course covers the Utah core standards for seventh graders. All students will be offered honors curriculum.
Students that complete the honors work will receive the “Honors” designation on their transcripts.

All non-accelerated math students are on the same track until 9th grade when they select their math path.

If 9th grade students take the Secondary Math 1 class, students may take CE Math 1050 in 12th grade and earn col-

lege credit.

If 9th grade students choose to take the Secondary Math 1 Honors class, students may take CE Math 1050, AP Calcu-
lus or AP Statistics in 12th grade and earn college credit.

Accelerated math

Students must qualify for the Accelerated 7"/8™" Grade Math course by scoring in the 90" percentile or above on the
guantitative portion of the CogAT exam. This course covers the Utah core standards for eighth graders. On this
track, students may take AP Calculus in 11th grade and AP Statistics in 12th grade and earn college credit.

Note: It is the parent’s responsibility to transport their student to a different school if Secondary Il Honors is not
taught for ot graders at their local junior high.

KEYBOARDING IN JUNIOR HIGH

Keyboarding is an essential skill for today’s students. By the end of 7t grade, students should be typing at least 30
words per minute with 8 or fewer errors. While keyboarding is introduced in elementary, some students do not
gain the skills needed for junior high and high school classes.

Why do I need keyboarding skills in junior high?

All English classes are equipped with laptops or Chromebooks for typing essays and other assignments. Also, all
end-of-level tests are online with several sections requiring typing.

Do I need to take Keyboarding ?

If you cannot consistently type 30 words per minute with 8 or fewer errors, without looking at your hands,
you need to take Keyboarding.

How do I find out how fast I type?

There are several online typing tests. Below is an example of one you can use to see your skills. This is a consistent
speed so only one or two attempts will show your current level. Also, make sure you are NOT looking at your
hands.
