Ash Wednesday Masses: February 17th, 8:30 am (live-streamed), 12:10 pm, 7 pm 
(bilingual) This year, because of COVID guidelines and the accompanying option for the 
distribution of ashes, ashes will not be distributed at OLGC. Instead, those who attend Mass 
on Ash Wednesday (sign-up required) will receive a nail cross pin to wear throughout the 
Season of Lent as an outward reminder of the call to turn away from sin and be faithful to the 
Gospel.  
 

Parish Lenten Retreat (Evening Prayer) 
February 22, March 1, 8, 15, 22, 29 at 7 pm in the Church 
We will journey on the Mondays of Lent as we gather to celebrate Evening Prayer and reflect on different “RE” words and 
how these words can reshape our spiritual life this Lent and lead us to reenergized Easter. Each night, an extended 
reflection, offered by the Oblates, as well as different members of the OLGC Community will lead us as we make our Lenten 
journey together.

HAPPY VALENTINE’S DAY! (WHO KNEW?) – It started in 

500 AD by Pope Saint Gelasius I, the Catholic Church's third 

pope.

One legend says a priest named Valentine defied the 

orders of the Roman Emperor Claudius and continued to 

perform marriages.  As Claudius believed single men were 

stronger and braver than married men, he sentenced 

Valentine to death after finding him performing marriages.

TINY HOUSES ON THE RISE – Fueled by an aging population 

and scarcity of affordable housing, accessory dwelling units 

(ADUs) are a hot new trend in multigenerational living.  You 

may know them better as in-law suites, garage apartments, 

carriage houses, casitas, and granny flats, often built in the 

backyard of one of your children, in their basement, or 

over the garage. Freddie Mac says the share of for-sale 

listings with an ADU rose 8.6% year-over-year since 2009.  

They usually consist of one bedroom and bathroom, a 

galley kitchen and living area, and a small, covered porch.  

The cost of building one ranges anywhere from $20,000 for 

a basement unit to more than $400,000 for one built over a 

garage.  Depending on where you live, the higher the cost 

of housing, the higher the cost of construction, naturally.  

Converting an existing space is cheaper than building a 

detached unit.  And a prefab ADU is cheaper and quicker to 

install than one built on site.  This is a topic of growing 

interest and one that requires a lot of research.   For more 

information, go to https://www.buildinganadu.com.
