The BAM Curriculum Emphasizes Six Core Values:

INTEGRITY

Students learn that a
man is someone who is
reliable, honest, either in
touch with his virtues or
finds his inner virtues,
makes amends when he
loses his direction and
does what he says he is

going to do.

SELF-DETERMINATION

Students learn the
importance of focus and
perseverance in reaching
one's goals. They learn to
deal with self-defeating
feelings, thought and
behaviors that can
become obstacles or
barriers to achieving their
goals.

POSITIVE ANGER
EXPRESSION

Students learn anger
awareness, coping skills,
and effective techniques
to express anger. In turn,
students may avoid
negative consequences
such as suspensions,
arrests, and damaged
relationships.

They then learn
how to heal themselves
and direct energy toward
achieving their vision.
