v" Scholarship Numbers 23-86 are private scholarships and you must print the application, fill
it in and mail it back to the address listed on the corresponding page. You are responsible for
mailing and postage. Recipients of private scholarships are selected by their own scholarship
committee using their own selection criteria. These scholarship winners are NOT chosen by the
Brockton High School Scholarship Committee.
