The Power Pack Program (P3) is a Food for Others program that provides supplemental weekend 
food to a large number of students in Fairfax County public elementary schools. The students tend 
to be on the free and reduced meals program during the school week. Their access to food over 
the weekend is limited and they experience hunger between school meals. Food for Others’ P3 
helps guarantee that food-insecure students will have food to eat on the weekends.  
 

OLGC asks you to donate specific food items to create a pack for elementary school students. 
Several children in our area have little or almost nothing to eat between their Friday lunch and 
Monday breakfast meals provided at school. The Power Pack (which contains 2 items for breakfast, 2 items for lunch, and 
2 items for dinner, plus 2 snacks and 2 drinks) helps alleviate hunger for local children in need and enables them to focus 
on their schoolwork. 
Drop off your items on March 20, 8 am - 5 pm and Sunday, March 21 7:30 am - 4 pm in front of DeSales Hall.  Donations 
will NOT be accepted at OLGC until that weekend.

Installation of New Sound System: The installation of our new sound system has begun. 
Preliminary work was begun in late January. Over the next 3-4 weeks, the sound system will 
be installed. Our sound system should be fully operational by Palm Sunday. This work will 
replace our current system and will include new sound components, a new speaker system, 
components that will enhance our ability to live-stream, assistance for the hearing impaired 
and challenged, and an improved wireless microphone system. During this time other 

necessary changes will be made, including the moving of the organ and organ speakers and the removal of the risers in 
the choir area. All of this is being done to provide for the best possible sound experience during our worship together.  
 

The cost of the sound system is over $120k. There have been some generous donations to help offset these costs.

TAX TIP – Taxpayers with an adjusted gross income of 
$72,000 or less can file a federal tax return free using the 
IRS Free File Program (irs.gov/filing/free-file-do-your-
federal-taxes-for-free).  The free filing service makes brand-
name tax preparation software available online to users 
who meet the income requirement.  Some products may 
include filing a state tax return in the free service. But be 
sure to use the IRS website to search for a Free File 
provider, to avoid a surprise fee for the paid product from 
the same companies.   
 

Browse the different products available and then 
select which one you want to use.  Your return is prepared 
and filed on the vendor’s site using your responses to the 
software’s tax filing questions.  The IRS sends you an e-mail 
once your return is accepted. (This item and the one below 
was adapted from articles in Kiplinger’s Retirement 
Report.) 
 
FYI –Ultra-low mortgage rates, a tight housing supply and 
sky-high demand will converge to create the perfect storm 
for real estate, with homes selling rapidly – often above list 
price – this Spring, predicts online realtor Zillow.  Overall, it 
says it expects the number of homes sold in 2021 to 
increase nearly 22%.  Some of the activity will come from 
buyers and sellers who temporarily hit the pause button 
last year.
