DELAC

 California Education Code (state law) says, Each California public 
school district with 51 or more English learners must form a District 
English Learner Advisory Committee (DELAC)

 The purpose of the DELAC is to provide guidance and advice to the 
Board of Trustees and the District staff on the needs of students who 
are learning English as a second language, including bilingual and 
second language instruction and services.



Purpose and Requirements for DELAC
The DELAC shall advise the school district governing board on at least the following 
tasks:
 Development of a district plan for education programs and services for English 

learners. The district master plan will take into consideration the school site plans.
 Conducting of a district wide needs assessment on a school-by-school basis.
 Establishment of district program, goals, and objectives for programs and services 

for English learners.
 Development of a plan to ensure compliance with any applicable teacher 

and/or teacher aide requirements.
 Review and comment on the school district reclassification procedures.
 Review and comment on the written notifications required to be sent to parents 

and guardians.
 If the DELAC acts as the English learner parent advisory committee under 

California Education Code Sections 52063(b)(1) and 52062(a)(2), the DELAC shall 
also review and comment on the development or annual update of the Local 
Control and Accountability Plan (LCAP).

DELAC Membership
 Parents of EL students must make up a majority of the committee.
 DELAC members are elected by School Site Councils/English Learner 

Advisory Committees at each school site.
 Each school site elects one DELAC member.
 Members must be the parent/guardian of a student  who is an English 

learner who attends school in the district
 DELAC parents may remain on the committee if their child is 

reclassified during the school year
 Parent members may not work for the district or school site

including data from the California School Dashboard
 Learn and become knowledgeable about the district’s plans and planning documents

 Local Control Accountability Plan (LCAP)

 LCAP Federal Addendum

 School Plans for Student Achievement (School Plans)

 Consolidated Application

 Learn and become knowledgeable about the state and federal funding sources that support these plans

 Provide input and recommendations into the development, implementation, and monitoring of 
the district’s plans

 Encourage families to actively participate in their children’s education.
 Provide input concerning family/community needs and data.
