Physical Education

PE is Not required in 9th grade
CJH is offering 5 PE classes — see course descriptions.

You will need 1.5 credits or 3 semesters of PE to graduate
from High School.

Fit-For Life is the one required PE class — it is not offered at
CJH. It can be taken online.

In High School, if you participate in drill team, cheerleading, a
team sport, marching band or color guard you can be enrolled
in a Canvas course to receive your Fit-For Life credit.
