March Monthly Outreach Project: March 20th - 21st 
The Power Pack Program (P3) is a Food for Others program that provides supplemental 
weekend food to a large number of students in Fairfax County public elementary schools. The 
students tend to be on the free and reduced meals program during the school week. Their access 
to food over the weekend is limited and they experience hunger between school meals. Food for 
Others’ P3 helps guarantee that food-insecure students will have food to eat on the weekends.  
 

P3 provides elementary school students with a pack of food they can bring home and eat over the 
weekend. Several children in our area have little or almost nothing to eat between their Friday 
lunch and Monday breakfast meals provided at school. The Power Pack (which contains 2 items for breakfast, 2 items for 
lunch, and 2 items for dinner, plus 2 snacks and 2 drinks) helps alleviate hunger for local children in need and enables 
them to focus on their school work. 
 

Drop off your items on Saturday, March 20, 8 am - 5 pm and Sunday, March 21, 7:30 am - 4 pm in front of DeSales 
Hall.  Donations will NOT be accepted at OLGC until that weekend.

TRANSPORTATION FOR VACCINATIONS – If you don’t have 
someone who can provide transportation to a vaccination 
appointment, Fairfax County and community providers 
have options to get residents to their appointments.  For 
older adults, those on limited incomes, or individuals with 
disabilities, the Dept. of Neighborhood and Community 
Services offers a subsidized taxi voucher program. Go to 
https://www.fairfaxcounty.gov/neighborhood-community-
services/transportation to apply for vouchers. The 
Shepherd’s Center will also provide rides for those 55 and 
older in Oakton, Vienna, Reston, and Herndon.  Call 703-
281-0538.  
VIENNA AARP TAXAIDE – The process for preparing 
income tax returns has changed due to COVID-19 to 
protect the safety of taxpayers and volunteers.  All tax 
returns will be prepared by appointment only. No walk-in 
service is provided. 
• The wearing of masks and adherence to social 

distancing is required. 
• Taxpayers must obtain and complete an information 

packet. 
• Taxpayers will drop off their tax return documents and 

the completed information packet at the site and, after 
review, leave. They’ll be contacted by phone if 
questions arise and when the tax return is completed—

no waiting at the site. 
• Taxpayers will return to the site for reviewing the 

completed tax return, sign the form that allows for e-
filing, and receive their documents and a copy of the 
return.

The hours are 10 am-2 pm M-T-Th-F 
until April 15. Be sure to bring IDs for taxpayers and others 
to be listed on the tax return, current year tax documents, 
and prior-year tax return and documents, along with the 
completed information packet.
