The Gospels of the Passion

From the beginning of the Church the events of the Passion and the Resurrection-Salvation constituted the
center of the message of conversion, the Good News (Gospel), that the apostles and first disciples
preached. The narration of the Passion of Jesus is the best structured and longest sequence of events in the
entire Gospel account, and where there are greater similarities between the 4 evangelists; it has a sufficient
length that it has allowed, more than any other part of the Gospels, to mount it in plays, films, operas, etc.
That is why the Church, from very early on, decided to dramatize two gospels of the passion, the one of
the cycle corresponding to the current year that is read on Passion or Palm Sunday, and the one of the
Gospel of John that is read on Good Friday. This can be done because there is a sequence where you can
follow the series of events that make up this narrative until its climax. Remember them. See how the
various characters involved in the story behave or develop.

It is not accidental that this is the only gospel narrative where the Church encourages the participation of
the faithful by reading the parts that the different characters have in the narrative: normally the priest plays
the part of Jesus, a reader reads the part of Peter, Pilate, etc. and all the faithful read the part
corresponding to the people. From the moment the Gospels were written, you could see that the writers,
when narrating the passion, wanted to go beyond just recounting the events that had happened to Jesus.

The account could have just been told about what had happened to Jesus: he was arrested, he was tried,
sentenced to death, crucified ... But this was not what they did; almost half of each of the narratives of the
passion concern other people.

If we start with Gethsemane, only a third of what is narrated is about Jesus himself; what they say about
the disciples, what they did, their reactions make up almost 2-thirds of the scene. The scene when Jesus is
judged before the High Priest unfolds at the same time as another, Peter's denial, and they are narrated
simultaneously in the Gospels of Mark and Matthew, and are practically the same length; what is
happening to Peter is almost as interesting as what is happening to Jesus. In the trial before Pilate, in
Mark, almost a third of the narrative has to do with another character, Barabbas. During the crucifixion
they narrate what the high priests do, what passersby do, etc. Throughout the whole account there are
many characters who are affected by everything that is happening to Jesus.

In a very simple and effective way, these events are partly
narrated with the purpose of reflecting on what the Passion and
Death of Jesus meant to others, how it affected them: some did it |
wrong, others did it better, almost all failed, some succeeded. |
And basically, how it affects us readers. So, there is a very strong g %
element of participation in the narration of these gospels. Paul |
said it in a very direct way, in 1 Cor 15: "Christ died for our sins" t !
for everyone. As we read the story, celebrating the memorial - |
again living these events - we must ask ourselves: what would I
have done? This way of reading these stories is very evangelical
and leads the faithful to participate in the Passion and Death of
Jesus and see how it affects us. With palms in hand we sing
Hosana on Palm Sunday; During the Passion, do we run away?
Do we cry out crucify him? After the Resurrection it is much
easier to answer, although there is no shortage of examples of !
those who have denied it during the persecutions, but what would
we have done there? Let us participate from the heart and reflect
on the liturgies in which we are going to live during these holy
days.




Evangelio de la Pasion

Desde los comienzos de la Iglesia los eventos de la
Pasion y la Resurreccion-Salvacion constituyeron
el centro del mensaje de conversion, la Buena
Noticia (Evangelio), que los apostoles y primeros
discipulos predicaron. La narracion de la Pasion de
Jesus es la secuencia de eventos mejor estructurada
y més larga de todo el relato evangélico, y donde
# hay mayores semejanzas entre los 4 evangelistas;
tiene una extension suficiente que ha permitido,
i mas que ninguna otra parte de los evangelios,
montarla en obras, peliculas, dperas, etc. Es por eso
que la Iglesia, desde muy temprano, decidié
o dramatizar dos evangelios de la pasion, el propio
¥ del ciclo que se lee el Domingo de la Pasion o de
Ramos, y el de San Juan que se lee el Viernes
Santo; se puede hacer porque hay una secuencia donde se pueden seguir la serie de eventos que componen
esta narracion hasta su climax, recordarlos. Ver como se comportan o desarrollan los diversos caracteres
que participan en el relato.

No es accidental que esta sea la unica narracion evangélica donde la Iglesia alienta la participacion de los
fieles leyendo las partes que los diferentes personajes tienen en la narracion: normalmente el sacerdote
hace la parte de Jesus, alglin lector lee la parte de Pedro, Pilatos, etc. y todos los fieles leen la parte
correspondiente al pueblo. Desde el momento en que los evangelios fueron escritos se vio que los
evangelistas al narrar la pasion tenian una intencidon que iba mas alla de contar los sucesos que le habian
ocurrido a Jesus.

Se pudo hacer el relato solo escribiendo lo que solamente le habia ocurrido a Jesus: fue arrestado, fue
juzgado, sentenciado a muerte, crucificado...Pero esto no fue lo que hicieron; casi la mitad de los relatos
de la pasion conciernen a otras personas.

Si empezamos con Getsemani, lo que hizo Jesus propiamente es un tercio de lo que se narra; lo que dicen
acerca de los discipulos, lo que ellos hicieron, sus reacciones constituyen casi 2 tercios de la escena. La
escena cuando Jesus es juzgado ante el Sumo Sacerdote se desarrolla al mismo tiempo que otra, la
negacion de Pedro y se van narrando simultineamente en los evangelios de Marcos y Mateo, y
practicamente tienen la misma longitud; lo que le est4 sucediendo a Pedro es casi tan interesante de lo que
le esta sucediendo a Jests. En el juicio ante Pilatos, en Marcos, casi un tercio de la narracion tiene que ver
con otro personaje, Barrabas. Durante la crucifixion narran lo que hacen los sumos sacerdotes, lo que
hacen los transetntes, etc. En todo el relato hay un gran nimero de personajes que se ven afectados por
todo lo que le esta ocurriendo a Jesus.

De una forma muy simple y efectiva estos sucesos en parte estan narrados con el proposito de reflexionar
que significo la Pasion y Muerte de Jesus a otros, como los afectd: algunos lo hicieron mal, otros lo
hicieron mejor, casi todos fallaron, algunos triunfaron. Y basicamente cémo nos afecta a nosotros los
lectores. Por eso hay un elemento muy fuerte de participacion en la narracion de estos evangelios. Pablo lo
dijo de una manera muy directa, en / Cor 15:”Cristo murio por nuestros pecados” por todos. Mientras
leemos el relato, celebrando el memorial -de nuevo viviendo estos hechos- debemos preguntarnos: ;qué
hubiera hecho yo? Esta forma de leer estos relatos es muy evangelista, y lleva a los fieles a participar de la
Pasion y Muerte de Jests y ver como nos afecta. Con las palmas en la mano cantamos Hosanna el
Domingo de Ramos; durante la Pasion, ;huimos?, ;gritamos crucificalo? Luego de la Resurreccion es
mucho mas facil responder, aunque no faltan ejemplos de los que lo han negado durante las persecuciones,
pero alli que hubiéramos hecho nosotros? Participemos de corazon y reflexionando sobre las liturgias en
que vamos a vivir en estos santos dias.
