In the 2021-2022 academic year, the Upper Division
requirement will be grade-wide Service-Learning Days.
Attendance is required of all students for their grade’s
Service-Learning Day, as a graduation requirement. Dates for
each grade’s day will be available by the end of the 2020-2021
academic year.

Service-Learning Team and HM 246

The Upper Division Service-Learning Team and HM 246
continue to be the flagship service-learning programs at HM.
Students in grades 9-12 who would like to continue their
service-learning beyond the requirement are encouraged to

apply.

The Service-Learning Team meets weekly after school on
Tuesdays, while the HM 246 program meets weekly after
school on Mondays. On Thursdays, we meet as a team for
reflection, learning, and planning. Each of these programs
partner with local community agencies. We plan and
facilitate programs for elementary and middle school-aged
participants, as well as for older adults.

Each program operates on the “trimester” schedule, similar
to the athletic schedule. Students commit to a minimum of
one trimester participation.
