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What to Expect on a Campus Tour

• Typically tours for four-year public universities are about an hour to 
an hour and a half in length

• Smaller tours or even personalized tours are sometimes available for 
private institutions

• You rank in the Top 50% of your high school class (with satisfactory ACT score) OR.

• You have a GPA of at least a 3.0 (on a 4.0 scale) (with satisfactory ACT score) OR.

• You achieve a 21 or higher composite score on the ACT exam (with satisfactory GPA)
