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Heyo! My name is Caleb O’Neill, I’m a 
sophomore at SUU and am majoring 
in Political Science with an emphasis 
in International Relations! I have loved 
every minute of my life since I moved 
to Cedar City to go to Southern Utah 
University and I wouldn’t change it for 
the world! SUU is my home now and the 
friends that I’ve made since moving 
I consider my Cedar family. SUU holds a special place in my heart 
because when I was deciding what my plans were after high school it 
was the only University that I talked to that cared about my situation at 
the time. 

My senior year of high school I had serious health problems that we 
couldn’t figure out for a long time. My last semester of high school 
was filled with doctor’s appointments and tests and IVs and even a 
colonoscopy (I promise they’re not that bad, haha). It took a lot of love 
and support from family and friends to get me through that semester 
and SUU was a huge part of that. While my friends were deciding 
between colleges I was trying to find a diagnosis. College seemed like 
an impossible dream. But SUU eased my worries. I attended a Red 
Riot having no intention of ever going to this school but boy did they 
all change my mind. I was vocal about not really caring about SUU to 
everyone that tried to ‘recruit’ me but everyone still showed me that 
they cared about my success and well being, nothing else.

After that Red Riot I applied for scholarships and applied to be a 
Presidential Ambassador and eventually was awarded the scholarship. 
When my Admissions Counselor personally came to my school 
to award me my scholarship he laid out different options for me 
dependent upon my health getting better. He told me that SUU cared 
about my health and THE ENTIRE UNIVERSITY wanted me to have 
options and not to worry about college because my health was what 
I needed to prioritize. SUU worked with me and made sure that if my 
health permitted I had a home at SUU for whenever I was ready. And I 
hadn’t even committed to the university yet! I remember saying to my 
parents “If they’re going to treat me like this as a prospective student 
how are they going to treat me as a real student?” and I found my 
answer to that!

INCREDIBLE. I randomly found out about SUU’s Jumpstart program 
and fell in love. I was able to get all my general education credits done 
in two semesters and I had such a blast doing it. I was able to have 
Biology class on hikes in Great Basin National Park, Astronomy after 
roasting s’mores at the campfire in Bryce Canyon National Park, and 
Photography class using the Grand Canyon as our subject. I even went 
on a backpacking trip through SUU Outdoors with the President of 
the University! The best part of it all was I was able to experience all

health did take a turn for the worse. My professors checked in all year, 
extended due dates when family passed away, and worked with me 
every time I had a routine doctor's appointment. I was nervous to move 
away from my family and support system that I depended on for so long, 
but I found a new family here at SUU that I can depend on just as much. 
I chose to become a T-Bird and was welcomed in a caring family with 
open wings. Haha, get it. Choosing to attend Southern Utah University 
has been one of the best decisions I’ve ever made.

The best four years of my life were spent at Southern Utah 
University.
