•CAS stands for creativity, activity, service: The CAS program 

includes documented evidence of participating in various 

experiences and at least one CAS project (minimum of one 

month’s duration) with a reasonable balance between creativity, 

activity, and service (150hrs).

•The Extended Essay is a 4,000-word structured mini-thesis 

written under the supervision of an Advisor.

•The ToK course involves a process of exploring and sharing 

students' views on "knowledge questions". The focus of the 

discussion should not be the differentiation between "right" and 

"wrong" ideas but on the quality of justification and a balanced 

approach to the knowledge claim in question.
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IB PREPARATION 
CURRICULUM

A pre-IB elective will start in 
September 2020 for all 10th grades 
students.

This elective is non-mandatory and 
made of three distinctive parts.

These parts can be taken all 
together or separately.

Students who chose this elective do 
not have to enter the IB program.
