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How to Write a Book Report

Students may type or handwrite the following:

● Write your full name, at the top of the page.

● Write the title and author of the book.

● Write a paragraph explaining why you chose to read this book. (4-8 sentences)

● Write a paragraph describing your favorite part of the story.  Include details about why it

is your favorite part.  (4-6 sentences)

● Would you recommend this book to others?  Explain why or why not. (4-6 sentences)
