HELP FOR FAMILY CAREGIVERS - Some organizations will 

help cope with the emotional toll of caregiving.  But what 

about assistance with the financial impact?  That’s where 

Uncle Sam steps in with a collection of federal tax breaks, 

some of which have been enhanced for this year.  You 

won’t necessarily qualify for each one, but you should at 

least check them out. This information was excerpted from 

an article on taxes that appeared in the May issue of 

Kiplinger’s Retirement Report.  AARP also has some good 

information on their website: www.aarp.org/caregiving/

financial-legal.  
Credit for other dependents. If the relative you’re caring 

for can be claimed as a dependent on your tax return, you 

may be eligible for a $500-per-dependent tax credit.  
Dependent care credit. The child and dependent care 

credit may apply if you pay someone to look after an adult 

family member while you work or look for work.   
Flexible spending accounts. Two types of FSAs – medical 

and dependent care – could help with caregiver costs. 

Medical expense deduction. If you paid medical expenses 

for a family member, you may be able to deduct those 

costs, but there are stipulations you must meet.  For 

example, you must itemize to claim this deduction, which is 

limited to medical expenses that exceed 7.5% of 

your adjusted gross income.  There are others as well. Be 

sure to keep good records of your expenditures.  
Head of household. Tax rates may be lower and the 

standard deduction higher for people filing as a head of 

household on their tax return.  To qualify as a head of 

household, a family caregiver must be unmarried and pay 

more than half the cost of keeping up a home.   
Future tax breaks? During the 2020 campaign, President 

Biden called for a new $5,000 tax credit for family 

members who provide long-term care for elderly relatives.  

He also proposed allowing caregivers to make “catch-up” 

contributions to their retirement accounts.  Although these 

ideas have yet to be included in any of the president’s 

economic plans, that could always change with time.  

COLA for 2022? – According to the Kiplinger’s Retirement 

Report, an increase in inflation that’s likely this year could 

mean a bigger cost-of-living adjustment for Social Security 

recipients in 2022.  A bump in benefits of about 3% is 

anticipated.
