1921-22 GIRLS’ BASKETBALL TEAM

Earliest known undefeated girls basketball team in Mynderse history.

The team had to pay for their uniforms, balls, and gym rental.

Final team record — 17 wins and 0O losses.

The team averaged 22.6 points per game while giving up an average of 8.4.

The team played other area high schools including Penn Yan, Canandaigua,
Waterloo, Phelps, Ithaca, Clyde & Ovid.

The team also played industrial league teams, Kodak All Stars of Rochester
and Women’s Educational & Industrial Union of Auburn.
