Recess Water Table

Sometimes the simplest ideas turn in to great opportunities that become bigger and more far reaching than you could
imagine. A few months ago I wanted to add to our Maker Recess by providing something that would create an activity
for those creative-minded students as well as for those always looking for a sensory outlet. I found a short video of a
water table that was powered by a student using an old fashioned hand pump that sent water cascading down three small
levels. Around the table several students were stationed using movable rocks and objects to place in the path of the
on-coming water.

[ shared the idea to MMHS’s STEM teacher of the Year, Amanda Hough, with the hopes that maybe some of her kids
could help build one. What ensued next was something far more complex than I imagined. Amanda encouraged me to
apply for a Cape Cod 5 mini-grant which I was awarded. Now having $500.00 to fund the project the next component

was coming up with a design. Mrs Hough, using two of her engineering classes, suggested a Shark Tank approach for
coming up with the design. The students in the two classes were divided up into 4 design teams. On presentation day
the Sharks were represented by Katie Martin, KCC STEM Teacher, Zack Benard, KCC parent and employee at
Botello’s Lumber, me, Paul LaBelle. We listened to four incredibly well prepared presentations complete with visuals.
The criteria for each team’s proposal was to work with a material list that stayed within the $500.00 budget of the grant,
maximize the tools and machinery within the CTE department and have a design that was developmentally appropriate
for PK.-2 students.

The decision was very difficult to make because each of the groups came up with ideas that were very different from
each other in design and theme. The winning design came from five multi-grade boys: Conor Baron, Zachary Taylor,
Danny George, Michael Chisolm and Sam Johnson. The 5-tiered 16’X16™ design cast a shadow 3 times the size of
my original idea.

The Recess Water Table has now moved into the building stage. All four design groups will be working on its
construction and installation at KCC. All these students completed OSHA certification so they will be able to build at
the KCC worksite.

After being awarded with the winning design, the design team was invited for a site visit at KCC to check out the area
and also meet with small groups of KCC students to provide some first-hand suggestions about what would make the
new water table more fun.

Zack Benard will serve as project manager to assure that the water table is structurally sound and functional.

The Water Table is scheduled to be complete by the first week of April just in time for KCC's STEM Night.
When it is completed, the engagement capacity of the water table will be 50 students.
