Special Education — March 2019

A student may be referred for an evaluation by a parent or any person in a caregiving or professional position
concerned with the students development. When a student is referred for an evaluation to determine eligibility
for special education, the school district shall send written notice to the student’s parent(s) within five school
days of receipt of the referral. The school district may contact the parent to discuss specific concerns or provide
any information on the student’s skills or abilities. Parental consent is required before the evaluation can begin.
Once parental consent is obtained, the school district has thirty school days to complete the evaluation (in all
areas related to the suspected disability). Once the assessments are completed, a Team meeting must be set up
within fifteen school days. A written summary of each assessment will be completed and provided to the parent
(if requested, two days in advance of meeting). At the Team meeting, the Team will examine the evaluative
data, including information provided by the parent, and determine if the student is eligible for special education.
