Last year the Cape Cod and Islands Chapter of National Alliance for Mental lliness (NAMI) received a grant
from the Peter and Elizabeth C. Tower Foundation to offer Think:Kids to all Cape Cod public school districts at
no cost. Think:Kids uses the Collaborative Problem Solving approach to help children struggling with
behavioral challenges. This approach promotes the philosophy that students who display chailenging
behaviors lack the skill, not the will, to behave appropriately. The Collaborative Problem Solving approach
avoids using power and control when disciplining. Instead, the focus of this approach is on building
relationships, while teaching the lagging skills.

In October of 2018, the teachers and paraprofessionals of the Mashpee Public Schools received the overview
training. In February 2019, 25 staff members attended the Tier 1 Training to become mentors to bring the
program back to the district. Next year (winter 2020), these 25 staff members will receive the Tier 2 Training.
Additionally, last summer the district purchased two books for staff to read: Changeable: How Collaborative
Problem Solving Changes Lives at Home, at School, and at Work (J. Stuart Ablon} and The School Discipline
Fix (J. Stuart Ablon and Alisha R. Pollastri) to provide some background information on this topic.
