School custodians are not expected to
personally intervene in any physical altercation between students. School custodians may defend themselves
from physical assault in accordance with Massachusetts General Laws.

#30: All school custodians are expected to communicate/report any and all emergency situations immediately tc
the building's principal, assistant principal, dean of students, or athletic director. This communication is
expected to be delivered either through the school custodian’s walkie-talkie or in person. If a school
administrator does not respond in a timely manner, the school custodian is expected to communicate/report the
emergency situation to the Mashpee Police Department.

#31: All school custodians are expected to communicate/report any and all student-related concerns
immediately to the building's principal, assistant principal, dean of students, or athletic director. This
communication is expected to be delivered either through the school custodian’s walkie-talkie or in person.

#32: During the time when breakfast is being served to students or picked up by students at each school, the
school custodian will remain in the cafeteria but will only enter the table area where students are sitting/eating if
requested to do so by a school staff member.

#33: During the school-day lunch blocks at each school, the school custodian will remain in the cafeteria but will
only enter the table area where students are sitting/eating if requested to do so by a school staff member. In
between each lunch block, the school custodian will empty trash barrels and attend to other cafeteria-related
custodial tasks in the table area. With the approval of a school administrator, the school custodian may interact
with students when they are disposing of items in the trash and/or recycling barrels.

#34. At the Mashpee Middle-High School, all school-day cafeteria-related custodial tasks must be completed
prior to the end of the student day.

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DPW WORK RULES FOR SCHOOL CUSTODIANS |
EFFECTIVE MAY 17, 2010; REVISED FEBRUARY 1‘, 2013; REVISED JUNE 9, 2017

Introduction and Purpose

As a result of recent incldents that have come to the attention of Town Management, it
has become necessary to remind employees that there exist basic work rules which must be .
followed in the performance of school custodian assignments. Any violation of these rules
may result in an employee being disciplined up to and including possible termination of
" employment. By issuing these work rules, employees should be on notice that there will be
strict enforcement and that non-compliance will result in disciplinary action.

These rules are self-explanatory, but should you ha;Ve any question as to what is
required of you, please speak with your supervisor.

1. Employees shall not punch in earlier than 15 minutes prior to the start of their shift.

2. Each employee shall be assigned one % hour unpaid meal break. A schedule of assighed
break times shall be posted at.each school; employees shall adhere to this schedule.

3. Employees shall be required to punch out using the time clock at the start of their meai
.break and then back in at the end if they leave the school property. Within the school,
employees may use only a teacher lounge or the cafeteria for their break.

4. Anyemployee punching anéther employee’s time card shall be dismissed.

5. Emi:loyees are required to élgn thelr time cards at the end of each week. Falsifying of time
- cards or misrepresenting time worked shall be considered a violation of these rules.

_6. Each employee shall be assigned one 20 minute rest period. A schedule of assigned rest :
perlods shall be posted at each school. It is not necessary to punch out and punch in for the
20 minute rest period. Should the rest period assigned to you not be suitable for your
needs, you may speak with your supervisor requesting that it be changed.

7. Employees are expected to work the full 8 hour shift. Employees who are late reporting to
work, iate feturning from their meal break or leave before the-end of their shift shall have
their pay reduced by the time absent. -Repeated tardiness shall result in disciplinary action.

8. Employees are expected to remain in and around the school building during their entire
shift with the exception of their meal break. If an employee has'to leave unexpectedly due
to a family emergency or illness, said employee shall contact the Lead Custodian for thelr
school, or in his/her absence, the Facilities Supervisor or DPW Director, stating the need to



leave and the reason. The employee shall punch out using the time clock. The empioyee
shall also advise a co-worker that they are leaving.

9. (a) Employees assigned to work overtime shall refer to the task list posted at each school

for work ta be completed. if assistance Is needed by an organization using the school, this
takes priority over assignments.

' (b) During the regular v shift, employees should watch for any special assignments that-

may be required monthly, quarterly or other periodlc timeframe which are not necessary on’
a dally basis.

10. Employees calling-in sick shall adhere to the call procedure outlined in the Union contract (a
minimum of 1 hour before the start of their shift).

11. Vaﬁtlon requests shall be submitted to the DPW office (350 Meetinghouse Road) a _
minimum of 48 hours in advance of the date requested. Vacation requests may be denied
if an employee’s absence will result in a staff shortage.

12. Employees shall not smoke on school grounds.

130 Employees shall wear the uniforms provided at all times as well as appropriate‘ safety shoes.

14, Employees shall wear the appropriate personal protection equipment (PPE) for the specific
task being performed.

15. Employees shall not use cellphones during work hours for personal business (calls, texts,
etc.).

16. Employees shall not use Town equipment for personal use.

- 17. Employees shall report Town equipment needing repairs or service to the Lead Custodian,
or in his/her absence, the Facilities Supervisor.

18. Employees shall report any accident involving Town equipment or personnel to (1) the DPW
Office immediately if 1% shift or (2) Lead Custodian for their school, or in his/her absence,
the Facilities Supervisor or DPW Director if 2" shift.

19, - Employees may listen to music while working provided the music Is played atan
appropriate volume so as not to disturb others In the bullding. Playing of music with
obscene or language unsultable for a school environment shall not be permitted

20. Err_\ployee_s shall not use obscenities when speaking to other employees or to the public.



21, Employees shali exhibit professional and courteous behavior when interacting with other
employees or the public and shoutd not engage in extended socializing during the work shift
except during meal breaks or rest per!ods

22. Employees shall not participate in or attend school functions/events during work hours. i
a function/event is taking place during work hours, employees shall adjust their schedule so
that the area being used, including adjacent bathrooms and hallways, are dleaned after the
function/event ends. Gyms and locker roams shall always be cleaned at the end of the
assigned custodian’s shift,

In additlon to the above, custodians assighed to work 1% shift shall comply with the following:

23. Custodians shall respond Immediately to emergency situations that occur during the school
"day. Emergencies are defined as incidents involving bodily flulds or any other situation that
may jeopardize the safety of students and/or staff such as a bathroom flooding.

24. If response to an emergency interrupts a scheduled break (20 minute or meal), the
Custodian should adjust their break time accordingly. Custodians are not expected to
forego thelr breaks; coverage by another employee will be arranged by the Facilltles
Supervisor or DPW Director if necessary to allow for a break.

25. Custodians shall be required to have thelr radio on their person at all times when inthe
schoal building.

26. Custodians shall not be permitted to leave the school building during thetr shift except with
prior authorizatlon of the Facllities Supervisor or DPW Director.

27. Custodians shall not work beyond their assignéd 8 hour shift except with prior authorlzat:on
of the Facmties Supervisor or DPW Dlreetor

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This past week House Bill 610 was introduced by three Representatives into the US
Congress. This bill makes gargantuan changes to the public education system; said
changes are seismic and potentially devastating--particularly to minorities and children
already at risk.

This bill will effectively implement a school voucher system, to be applied to children
ages 5-17, and will begin the long-term process of defunding public schools. HR 610
will completely eliminate the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965, which
is the original legal basis of the nation's modern education system and, as such, has
provided equal access for all to education, from K-12.

The 'Every Student Succeeds Act' (ESSA), signed into law in 2015, is a comprehensive
law that underwrites programs for struggling learners, AP classes, ESL classes,
classes for minorities including Native Americans, Rural Education, Education for the
Homeless, School Safety (e.g., Gun-Free schools), Monitoring and Compliance and
Federal Accountability Programs. In addition to dismantling ESSA, House Bill 610 also
abolishes the Nutritional Act of 2012 (No Hungry Kids Act) which provides nutritional
standards for school breakfasts and lunches. The bill does not stipulate any protections
for special needs children.

Some of the protections that the existing law (ESSA) provides for children with
disabilities:

-Ensures access to the general education curriculum.

-Ensures access to accommodations.

-Includes provisions that require local education agencies provide evidence-based
interventions in schools with consistently underperforming subgroups.

-Requires States covered under Title | plans to address how they will improve
conditions for learning, including reducing incidents of bullying and harassment in
schools.

If you have a belief in Public Education NOW is the time to take action. Contact your
Representatives and Senators urging them to reject HR 610 as well as passing on your
concerns to individuals beyond the Massachusetts border.
