As you may know, the Center for Disease Control (CDC) recently put out new health and
safety guidelines for schools related to the 2021- 2022 school year. Washington school
districts follow the health and safety guidance of the WA Department of Health (DOH),
who also works together with the Governor. The DOH is currently examining the
Center for Disease Control (CDC) guidance and should issue updated guidance in the
coming weeks.

The Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) takes the guidance from
the Governor and DOH to tell WA School Districts what will be required regarding
necessary precautions ( masks, social distancing, testing, etc.) related to COVID for the
2021-2022 school year . The Kittitas County Public Health Department is required to be
as strict as the mandates issued by OSPI, and they can choose to be stricter, if they
deem this to be necessary.

Ellensburg School District will be required to follow the mandates and guidance
given to them by OSPI and the Kittitas County Health Department. We will send
out more information about health and safety guidelines for the 2021-2022 school year
when we receive this information from OSPI.
