Food and Nutrition Services

La Porte ISD participates in the National School Lunch and School Breakfast programs. It is the
goal of LPISD Nutrition Department to prepare and serve nutritious meals to all students
regardless of economic status.

Student Meal Prices 2021-22

La Porte ISD will offer free meals to all students regardless of economic status. The United
States Department of Agriculture (USDA) issued nationwide waivers to allow LPISD to offer this
benefit for the 2021-22 school year.

Breakfast and lunch are offered daily at each school. The breakfast meal consists of whole grain
entrees with a choice of fruit, fruit juice, and low fat and fat free milk. Lunch consists of a choice
of entrée, hot and cold vegetables, fresh and canned fruit, and low fat and fat free milk.

A la carte and shack items are available for purchase at all campuses.
Free/Reduced Meal Program

Despite the fact all students will receive meals at no cost for 2021-22, LPISD encourages
parents, who were on the program previously or feel they may qualify for free or reduced price
meals, to complete a meal application for 2021-22. The nutrition department will use the
information to establish carry-over eligibilities for the 2022-23 school year. Qualifying for the
meal program may also allow for additional benefits, such as discounted fees for college
entrance exams, athletic activities or college admission applications. Meal applications are
available at all campuses or can be accessed and submitted on-line at www.nlappscloud.com.

Meal Accounts

All enrolled students have access to their meal accounts with their 6-digit student identification
number. Parents may contact the campus office or the nutrition office for the ID number.
Parents may also set restrictions on student accounts by contacting the Nutrition Office at 281-
604-6950.

Special Dietary Needs and Food Allergies

Parents are responsible for notifying school personnel of the presence of a severe food allergy

or a disability which restricts the sompleteent’ s die
medical information forms and indicate if a food allergy or a disability exists. If the parent is

requesting meal substitutions or modifications, a request form must be obtained from the

Nutrition department and c o mpysiciahandretbrnedtothee st udent
Nutrition department. Parents are encouraged to meet with the district dietitian to develop a

menu plan.

In order to best serve the dietary needs of the students, the Nutrition department requests an
updated medical statement signed by a licensed physician for children with special dietary
needs each school year.

Based on federal USDA rule (Fluid Milk Substitutions in the School Nutrition Programs), La

Porte ISD is not allowed to provide juice as a substitute for milk for non-disabled students.

Students who cannot consume milk due to lactose intolerance, dairy allergies and/or cultural

dietary restrictions are considered non-disabled students; however, water and juice are

available for purchase.

Nutrition Standards for Food Sold in Schools

In an effort to foster healthy eating habits and promote improved school nutrition, USDA has
established regulations for elementary, middle and high schools regarding guidelines for
competitive foods/beverages, also known as USDA Smart Snacks.

Bacterial Meningitis (All Grade Levels)

State law requires the district to provide information about bacterial meningitis:

What is meningitis?

Meningitis is an inflammation of the covering of the brain and spinal cord. It can be caused by
viruses, parasites, fungi, and bacteria. Viral meningitis is common, and most people recover
fully. Parasitic and fungal meningitis are very rare. Bacterial meningitis is very serious and may
involve complicated medical, surgical, pharmaceutical, and life support management.

What are the symptoms?

Someone with meningitis will become very ill. The illness may develop over one or two days, but
it can also rapidly progress in a matter of hours. Not everyone with meningitis will have the
same symptoms.

Children (over 2 years old) and adults with bacterial meningitis commonly have a severe
headache, high fever, and neck stiffness. Other symptoms might include nausea, vomiting,
discomfort looking into bright lights, confusion, and sleepiness. In both children and adults, there
may be a rash of tiny, red-purple spots. These can occur anywhere on the body.

The diagnosis of bacterial meningitis is based on a combination of symptoms and laboratory
results.

How serious is bacterial meningitis?

If it is diagnosed early and treated promptly, the majority of people make a complete recovery.
In some cases, it can be fatal, or a person may be left with a permanent disability.
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How is bacterial meningitis spread?

Fortunately, none of the bacteria that cause meningitis are as contagious as diseases like the
common cold or the flu, and they are not spread by casual contact or by simply breathing the air
where a person with meningitis has been. They are spread when people exchange respiratory
or throat secretions (such as by kissing, coughing, or sneezing).

The germ does not cause meningitis in most people. Instead, most people become carriers of
the germ for days, weeks, or even months. The bacteria rarely overcomet he body’' s i mmune
system and cause meningitis or another serious illness.

How can bacterial meningitis be prevented?

Maintaining healthy habits, like getting plenty of rest, can help prevent infection. Using good
health practices such as covering your mouth and nose when coughing and sneezing and
washing your hands frequently with soap and water can also help stop the spread of the
bacteri a. | ot t® share fgod, @rthks, utbrsis, toothbrushes, or cigarettes. Limit
the number of persons you kiss.

There are vaccines available to offer protection from some of the bacteria that can cause
bacterial meningitis. The vaccines are safe and effective (85—-90 percent). They can cause mild
side effects, such as redness and pain at the injection site lasting up to two days. Immunity
develops within seven to ten days after the vaccine is given and lasts for up to five years.

What should you do if you think you or a friend might have bacterial meningitis?
You should seek prompt medical attention.
Where can you get more information?

Your school nurse, family doctor, and the staff at your local or regional health department office

are excellent sources for information on all communicable diseases. You may also call your

local health department or Regional Department of State Health Services office to ask about a
meningococcal vaccine. Additional information may also be found at the websites for the

Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC),par ti cul arly the CDC’s inf
bacterial meningitis, and the Texas Department of State Health Services.

Failure to Perform Satisfactorily on STAAR Reading or Math

If a student in grades 3-8 does not perform satisfactorily on the state assessment, the district
will provide accelerated instruction for the student. A student who does not attend accelerated
instruction may violate school attendance requirements.

For a student who does not perform satisfactorily on the math or reading assessment in grades

3, 5, or 8, the district will establish an accelerated learning committee (ALC), which includes the
student’s parent, to develop an educational pl an
student to perform at the appropriate grade level by the conclusion of the next school year.

The district will document the educational plan i
parent. The parent of a student in grades 3, 5, or 8 who fails to perform satisfactorily on the
math or reading assessment may:

* R e gtlhattisetdistrict consider assigning the student to a particular classroom teacher in the
applicable subject area, if more than one classroom teacher is available.
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e File a grievance or complaint regardingondl he con
plan. See Complaints and Concerns (All Grade Levels) on page 42 and FNG(LOCAL).

Standardized Testing for a Student Enrolled Above Grade Level

If a student in grades 3-8 is enrolled in a class or course intended for students above his or her
current grade level in which the student will be administered a state-mandated assessment, the
student will be required to take an applicable state-mandated assessment only for the course in
which he or she is enrolled, unless otherwise required to do so by federal law.

A student in grades 3-8 shall be assessed at least once in high school with the ACT or the SAT
if the student completes the high school end-of-course assessments in mathematics,
reading/language arts, or science prior to high school.

Standardized Testing for a Student in Special Programs

Certain students—some with disabilities and some classified as English learners—may be
eligible for exemptions, accommodations, or deferred testing. For more information, see the
principal, school counselor, or special education director.

Transportation (All Grade Levels)
School-sponsored Trips

Students who participate in school-sponsored trips are required to use transportation provided
by the school to and from the event. As approved by the principal, a coach or sponsor of an
extracurricular activity may establish procedures related to making an exception to this
requirement when a parent requests that the student be released to the parent or to another
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adult designated by the parent. [See School-sponsored Field Trips on page Error!
Bookmark not defined. for more information.]

Buses and Other School Vehicles

The district makes school bus transportation available to all students living two or more miles
from school and any students who are homeless. This service is provided at no cost to students.

Bus stop information will be available through a browser-based application called e-Link.
District personnel and parents can access e-Link through the district website (www.Ipisd.org) or
directly at bus.Ipisd.org. Bus stop information is updated in real-time as routes are created
and/or adjusted at the Transportation Department. For the safety of the operator of the vehicle
and all passengers, students must board buses or other vehicles only at authorized stops, and
drivers must unload passengers only at authorized stops.

eLink Web Application

e-Link is an application that allows parents to view bus stop information such as the bus number
arrival times and the location of the bus stop. This application is typically used at the beginning
of the school year. It can be accessed at https://bus.Ipisd.org.

A parent of a Pre-K or Special Needs student may designate a child-care facility or
grandparent’s resi dence adflotatioe forrhis grbdr chitd. Thé c k u p
designated facility or residence must be on an approved stop on an approved route within their
respective school residence.

Because students in these areas might encounter hazardous traffic conditions or be subject to
areas presenting a high risk of violence when walking to and from school, the district will provide
transportation to these students. Please contact Transportation Department (281-604-7180)
for additional information.

Misconduct will be punished in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct; the privilege to
ride in a district vehicle, including a school bus, may be suspended or revoked.

Transportation Eligibility

School Bus transportation is a privilege offered by the district free of charge to students who live
two (2) or more miles from his/her zoned campus as measured by the nearest commonly traveled
public road. This privilege is conditional upon the student observing safe and appropriate
behavior while waiting for the bus, riding the bus, and departing the bus.

Bus Route Information

meeting the students’ needs.

1 In most cases, bus stops are located at street corners or a common point for students to
gather. Bus routes are not designedtopick-up and del i ver students at e
1 Where possible, bus stops are located such that students should walk no more than one half
(*2) a mile to the nearest bus stop. School buses are built as a heavy duty large truck.
Because of their size and weight, buses are not able to travel on some roads. In situations
like these, students will be required to walk to an area where a bus can travel safely.
9 If students are not present at a bus stop for three (3) consecutive days, the bus stop will be
discontinued without notice to the parents. Parents must contact the Transportation
Department to resume service at that stop.

Tutorial Routes
After school tutorial routes might be offered at various times of the school year. Tutorial routes
are built on a modified schedule that has fewer bus stops and cover a larger area of the district.

9 Students MUST be pre-registered through their campus before boarding the buses. The
drivers will not permit a student to board their bus unless they are on the list submitted by the
campus.
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1 Violations of bus safety rules will result in removal from the tutorial route and will also
reflect on the regular route bus.

Prekindergarten and Special Education Students

Pre-K and Special Education students will only be released from the bus if a parent /guardian or
other pre designated person is present at the bus stop to receive the student. Parent, guardian,
or other pre designated persons must be at least 18 year of age. If no approved adult is
present, the child will be returned to the campus for the parent to pick-up. Once a student has
been returned to the campus twice, the process to suspend bus riding privileges will begin.

Gated Communities, Private Property, & Construction

9 La Porte ISD buses are not permitted to operate on private property or roads that are not
maintained by the County or State. Gated communities, apartment complexes, and trailer
parks are considered private property. Pre-K and Special Needs routes may be an exception.

9 Students must be on time & visible at the bus stop. It is recommended that students be at
their bus stop ten (10) minutes before pick-up time.

1 Students must not stand on the traveled portion of the roadway while waiting for the bus.

1 Students must not approach a moving bus until it comes to a complete stop. Once the bus
has stopped, the student may walk towards the bus when signaled by the driver.

1 Once on the bus, students must go directly to their assigned seat so that the bus may proceed
on its route.

1 All buses are equipped with a GPS tracking system and a video surveillance system. Should
a student miss the bus, another bus will be dispatched after the initial route has been
completed in order to pick up any late students. If the GPS and/or video system can
corroborate that the bus arrived within the 10-minute window of the scheduled pickup time,
the student will be considered tardy.

Safety Rules

Observe the same conduct level as expected in the classroom.

Profanity and obscene gestures are not allowed.

Do not eat or drink on the bus.

Do not litter or damage the bus in any way.

Drivers are authorized to assign seats.

All items prohibited at school are prohibited on the bus.

Fighting, horseplay, and throwing objects is prohibited.

No live/dead animals, flammable materials are allowed.

No skateboards, balls, roller blades, or balloons may be brought on the bus.

Large, bulky items that cannot f i bothebrdughtont he s e a
the bus if empty seats are unavailable. Arrangements must be made for the parent to
transport these items. This includes large band instruments and school projects.

1 Any mobile phone, laptop computer, digital camera, or any other type of electronic or imaging
device shall be allowed on school buses provided they are not in use and causing any
disruption on the bus. Laptops are to be secured within their laptop bag/case. Photos may not
be taken on the bus utilizing camera phones or other type of imaging products due to student
confidentiality regulations and safety concerns. An item that a driver confiscates from a
student because the item is prohibited on the bus will be returned to the student (with the
exception of drugs, weapons, tobacco or any illegal contraband) when they get off the bus or
brought to the Transportation Department.

A parent conference may be called at any time by the building administrator and Transportation
Director should serious misconduct occur. The building administrator or Transportation Director
has the authority to skip steps for serious violations, or to repeat them if the misconduct is not a
serious safety violation.

37.126 Disruption of Transportation

(a) Except as provided by section 37.125, a person commits an offence if the person intentionally
disrupts, or interferes with the lawful transportation of children to or from school or an activity
sponsored by a school on a vehicle owned or operated by a county, or independent school district.

(b) An offense under this section is a class C misdemeanor

Appendix:
Freedom from Bullying Policy
Student Welfare: Freedom from Bullying
Policy FFI(LOCAL) adopted on 11/3/2017

Note: This policy addresses bullying of District students. For

purposes of this policy, the term bullying includes cyber-
bullying.

For provisions regarding discrimination and harassment
involving District students, see FFH. Note that FFI shall
be used in conjunction with FFH for certain prohibited
conduct. For reporting requirements related to child
abuse and neglect, see FFG.

Bullying Prohibited The District prohibits bullying, including cyberbullying, as defined
by state law. Retaliation against anyone involved in the complaint
process is a violation of District policy and is prohibited.

Examples Bullying of a student could occur by physical contact or through
electronic means and may include hazing, threats, taunting, teas-
ing, confinement, assault, demands for money, destruction of prop-
erty, theft of valued possessions, name calling, rumor spreading, or
ostracism.

Retaliation The District prohibits retaliation by a student or District employee
against any person who in good faith makes a report of bullying,
serves as a witness, or participates in an investigation.

Examples Examples of retaliation may include threats, rumor spreading, os-
tracism, assault, destruction of property, unjustified punishments,
or unwarranted grade reductions. Unlawful retaliation does not in-
clude petty slights or annoyances.

False Claim A student who intentionally makes a false claim, offers false state-
ments, or refuses to cooperate with a District investigation regard-
ing bullying shall be subject to appropriate disciplinary action.
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Reports of bullying shall be made as soon as possible after the al-
leged act or knowledge of the alleged act. A failure to immediately
report may impair the District's ability to investigate and address
the prohibited conduct.

To obtain assistance and intervention, any student who believes
that he or she has experienced bullying or believes that another
student has experienced bullying should immediately report the
alleged acts to a teacher, school counselor, principal, or other Dis-
trict employee. The Superintendent shall develop procedures al-
lowing a student to anonymously report an alleged incident of bul-

lying.

Any District employee who suspects or receives notice that a stu-
dent or group of students has or may have experienced bullying
shall immediately notify the principal or designee.

A report may be made orally or in writing. The principal or designee
shall reduce any oral reports to written form.

When an allegation of bullying is reported, the principal or design-
ee shall notify a parent of the alleged victim on or before the third
business day after the incident is reported. The principal or design-
ee shall also notify a parent of the student alleged to have engaged
in the conduct within a reasonable amount of time after the incident
is reported.

The principal or designee shall determine whether the allegations
in the report, if proven, would constitute prohibited conduct as de-
fined by policy FFH, including dating violence and harassment or
discrimination on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, gender, na-
tional ongin, or disability. If so, the District shall proceed under poli-
cy FFH. If the allegations could constitute both prohibited conduct
and bullying, the investigation under FFH shall include a determi-
nation on each type of conduct.

The principal or designee shall conduct an appropriate investiga-
tion based on the allegations in the report. The principal or design-
ee shall promptly take interim action calculated to prevent bullying
during the course of an investigation, if appropriate.

Absent extenuating circumstances, the investigation should be
completed within ten District business days from the date of the
initial report alleging bullying; however, the principal or designee
shall take additional time if necessary to complete a thorough in-
vestigation.
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The principal or designee shall prepare a final, written report of the
investigation. The report shall include a determination of whether
bullying occurred, and if so, whether the victim used reasonable
self-defense. A copy of the repaort shall be sent to the Superinten-
dent or designee.

Notice to Parents If an incident of bullying is confirmed, the principal or designee
shall promptly notify the parents of the victim and of the student
who engaged in bullying.

District Action If the results of an investigation indicate that bullying occurred, the
Bullying District shall promptly respond by taking appropriate disciplinary
action in accordance with the District’'s Student Code of Conduct
and may take corrective action reasonably calculated to address
the conduct. The District may notify law enforcement in certain cir-
cumstances.
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A student who is a victim of bullying and who used reasonable self-
defense in response to the bullying shall not be subject to discipli-
nary action.

The discipline of a student with a disability is subject to applicable
state and federal law in addition to the Student Code of Conduct.

Examples of corrective action may include a training program for
the individuals involved in the complaint, a comprehensive educa-
tion program for the school community, follow-up inquiries to de-
termine whether any new incidents or any instances of retaliation
have occurred, involving parents and students in efforts to identify
problems and improve the school climate, increasing staff monitor-
ing of areas where bullying has occurred, and reaffirming the Dis-
trict's policy against bullying.

The principal or designee shall refer to FDB for transfer provisions.

The principal or designee shall notify the victim, the student who
engaged in bullying, and any students who witnessed the bullying
of available counseling options.

If the investigation reveals improper conduct that did not rise to the
level of prohibited conduct or bullying, the District may take action
in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct or any other ap-
propriate corrective action.

To the greatest extent possible, the District shall respect the priva-
cy of the complainant, persons against whom a report is filed, and
witnesses. Limited disclosures may be necessary in order to con-
duct a thorough investigation.

A student who is dissatisfied with the outcome of the investigation
may appeal through FNG{LOCAL), beginning at the appropriate
level.

Retention of records shall be in accordance with CPC{LOCAL).

This policy and any accompanying procedures shall be distributed
annually in the employee and student handbooks. Copies of the
policy and procedures shall be posted on the District's website, to
the extent practicable, and shall be readily available at each cam-
pus and the District's administrative offices.
