The Solemnity of the Solemnidad de la
Assumption of the Asuncion de la Santisima
Blessed Virgin Mary Virgen Maria

WHAT IS THE ASSUMPTION?

The first name of this solemnity was the Feast of Mary, Mother of God. Later, its name in the East carried over, the Dormition
(or Falling Asleep) of Mary. In the West, it became known as the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary.

This solemnity celebrates the fact that Mary’s Assumption is “a pledge of the future participation of the members of the mystical
Body of Christ in the paschal glory of the Risen Christ.” It shows that the Lord “reserves a munificent reward for his humble
Servant because of her faithful cooperation with the divine plan, which is a destiny of fullness, happiness, glorification of her
immaculate soul, her virginal body, perfect configuration to her Risen Son” (Directory, no. 180). The Mass has a proper vigil,
and the solemnity replaces the Mass of the day when it occurs on a Sunday in Ordinary Time.

What does this all mean?

On November 1, 1950, Pope Pius XII declared the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary, which the Church celebrates every
year on August 15. Simply put, the dogma of the Assumption states that at the end of her life, the Blessed Virgin Mary was
taken, body and soul, into Heaven.

While this event isn’t reflected in Sacred Scripture, it is clearly part of the Church’s earliest observance. In the sixth century, St.
John Damascene wrote in one of his sermons, “Your sacred and happy soul, as nature will have it, was separated in death from
your most blessed and immaculate body, and although the body was duly interred, it did not remain in the state of death, neither
was it dissolved by decay; your most pure and sinless body was not left on earth, but you were transferred to your heavenly
throne.”

Theologically speaking, death is often understood to be a consequence of original sin. Since Mary was conceived without
Original Sin, some theologians have wondered if Mary died or if perhaps she was taken into Heaven without experiencing death.
The Catechism of the Catholic Church doesn’t answer this question but simply states, “The most blessed Virgin Mary, when the
course of her earthly life was completed, was taken up body and soul into the glory of heaven” (no. 974)

The Solemnity of the Assumption reminds us of the unique role that Mary served in the process of our salvation. Although she
was without sin, we have the possibility of receiving God’s forgiveness for our sins through Christ. Her entry into Heaven
prefigures our own hope of experiencing the same eternal life.

Ordinarily, the celebration of the Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary is a holy day of obligation for
Catholics, but when it falls on a Saturday or a Monday, that obligation to attend Mass is lifted.

El primer nombre de esta solemnidad fue Fiesta de Maria, Madre de Dios. Mas tarde, su nombre en Oriente se traslado, la
Dormicion (o Dormir) de Maria. En Occidente, se conocio como la Asuncion de la Santisima Virgen Maria.

Esta solemnidad celebra el hecho de que la Asuncion de Maria es "una prenda de la participacion futura de los miembros del
Cuerpo mistico de Cristo en la gloria pascual de Cristo resucitado”. Muestra que el Serior "reserva una generosa recompensa
para su humilde Sierva por su fiel cooperacion con el designio divino, que es un destino de plenitud, felicidad, glorificacion de
su alma inmaculada, de su cuerpo virginal, perfecta configuracion a su Hijo Resucitado". (Directorio, no. 180). La Misa tiene
una vigilia adecuada, y la solemnidad reemplaza a la Misa del dia cuando tiene lugar un domingo del tiempo ordinario.

Queé significa todo esto?

El 1 de noviembre de 1950, el Papa Pio XII declaré la Asuncion de la Santisima Virgen Maria, que la Iglesia celebra todos los
arios el 15 de agosto. En pocas palabras, el dogma de la Asuncion establece que al final de su vida, la Santisima Virgen Maria
fue llevado, en cuerpo y alma, al cielo.

Si bien este evento no se refleja en la Sagrada Escritura, es claramente parte de la observancia mdas temprana de la Iglesia. En
el siglo VI, San Juan Damasceno escribio en uno de sus sermones: “Tu alma sagrada y feliz, como la naturaleza la tendra, fue
separada en la muerte de tu cuerpo mas bendito e inmaculado, y aunque el cuerpo fue debidamente enterrado, no permanecio en
estado de muerte, ni se disolvio por descomposicion; tu cuerpo mas puro y sin pecado no fue dejado en la tierra, sino que fuiste
transferido a tu trono celestial .

Teologicamente hablando, a menudo se entiende que la muerte es una consecuencia del pecado original. Desde que Maria fue
concebida sin el pecado original, algunos teologos se han preguntado si Maria murio o si quizas fue llevada al cielo sin
experimentar la muerte. El Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica no responde a esta pregunta, sino que simplemente dice: "La
Santisima Virgen Maria, cuando se completo el curso de su vida terrena, fue llevada en cuerpo y alma a la gloria del cielo” (n.
974).

La solemnidad de la Asuncion nos recuerda el papel unico que desemperniéo Maria en el proceso de nuestra salvacion. Aunque
ella no tenia pecado, tenemos la posibilidad de recibir el perdon de Dios por nuestros pecados a través de Cristo. Su entrada al
cielo prefigura nuestra propia esperanza de experimentar la misma vida eterna.

Ordinariamente, la celebracion de la Solemnidad de la Asuncion de la Santisima Virgen Maria es un dia sagrado de obligacion
para los catdlicos, pero cuando cae en sabado o lunes, se levanta esa obligacion de asistir a misa.
