INTRODUCTION

As the COVID-19 pandemic continues to have an impact on our daily lives, we
are constantly adapting our protocols to the latest guidance from the Ministry
of Public Health (MoPH) and Ministry of Education (MoE). As much as this can
be challenging, the updates are refinements added to make the management
easier for all involved. The response protocols below have been designed to
support the management of COVID-19 at Doha College. These procedures
must be strictly followed by all members of DC and has been split into staff
and students for ease.

Within these protocols, we define symptoms as specificed by the World Health
Organisation (WHO). These include: aches and pains, sore throat, diarrhoea,
conjunctivitis, headache, loss of taste or smell, a rash on the skin. Please
continue to monitor the WHO for the latest symptoms.

In accordance with MoPH quidelines for schools, any student or employee
that displays cold symptoms will be sent home from school and will be
required to undertake an official COVID-19 test prior to returning to school.

TESTING CENTRES

When a testing centre is required by the MoPH, this will take place at Doha
College. Our staff members will be present to help support the MoPH.

Each academy has its own set of protocols for COVID management due
to different governing ministerial bodies. However, their protocols have
been developed alongside Doha College to ensure we are all harmoniously
adhering to the same level of safety and precaution to protect our

community as a whole. We work in collaboration for every case, allowing for
effective implementation of our protection measures.

MEDICAL CERTIFICATES

For any period of absence more than two school days, a medical fit-for-
school certificate is required to return to school. The only exemption for this
is pre-explained absences at least one school day prior for instances such as
the following:

- Religious holiday/celebration
- Funeral or wedding

- Appointment which can be evidenced.

Please note, any medical certificate for a student cannot be written by a
family member. Please email the medical certificate to the class teacher/
form tutor on return.
