The operating levy is a strategic 
investment in sustaining and building the 

district’s high quality educational and programming 
activities into the future.

BALLOT QUESTION:
10-year operating levy to increase the general education revenue by $550 per pupil, 

subject to an annual increase at the rate of inflation.

$150,000 home value  $8/month   $97/year
