History  
 
The children will learn about the 

history of space travel and key    

pioneers, including Neil Arm-

strong and Tim Peake.  

 

Computing 
 
We will begin the term by reminding our-
selves how to keep safe online. The chil-
dren will consider how to safely search for 
images, how to safely store and retrieve 
work and the importance of keeping per-
sonal information safe.  
We will then begin developing our paint 
skills and creating moon pictures and ani-
mations.   We will also use mash cam to 
add our pwn photos to space pictures. 

Science 
 

 
We will build on the 
children’s previous work in Reception by ex-
ploring different materials. We will begin by 
identifying which materials different objects are 
made of (wood, metal, plastic, glass and wa-
ter). We will then begin to consider why these 
materials are used in this way, what makes 
these materials good for that use? 
 

Maths 

Our initial focus will be on Number, we will be learn-
ing about place value to 20, addition and subtrac-
tion to 10 and learning the number bonds to 10. 
These facts will then be used to solve problems  
The children will then move on to learning  about  
geometry (2D and 3D shapes) and measure (weight 
and capacity).  

Art 
We will be exploring how to use technology to 
create a self-portrait photograph. 
We will be creating different 
groups of colours by painting 
and using a range of tools. We 
will be learning about the work 
of the abstract painter Sayed 
Haider Raza. In preparation for 
Diwali, we will be making coiled 
diwa lamps.  

PE  

We will be learning a Space dance and using 
our bodies to perform static balances and un-
derstanding how to jump & land safely. 

RE 

We will begin by exploring stories 
Jesus told. The main focus will be 
the Good Samaritan and the  
Prodigal Son.

English 
We will be using Beegu to launch our space topic. 
Beegu is from another world and somehow gets lost 
on Earth.

The children will de-
velop their fiction writing skills by describing a charac-
ters feelings and appearances, creating speech bub-
bles and developing their own ideas through drama.
